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Donosenjem Kurikuluma za nastavni predmet Geografija za osnovne $kole i gi-
mnazije u Republici Hrvatskoj (NN 7/2019) osuvremenjeni su nastavni sadrzaji
te je omogulen drugadiji pristup ucenju i poucavanju geografije. Pritom se iz-
dvaja primjena istrazivackih metoda i izrada istrazivackog rada. Iako se sk. god.
2019./2020. 1 2020./2021. nastava geografije u tre¢im i ¢etvrtim razredima i dalje
izvodila prema starom nastavnom programu iz 1993. godine, ucenici Gimnazije
Antuna Gustava Mato$a u Samoboru ostvarili su ishode GEO SS B.3.1. / B.4.1.
iz novoga kurikuluma ¢ija se implementacija predvida u tom obrazovnom ciklusu.
U okviru navedenih ishoda, u¢enik provodi geografsko istraZivanje povezano s od-
gojno-obrazovnim sadrzajima i predstavlja rezultate istrazivatkoga rada. U svrhu
kontinuiranog praéenja napretka uéenika, ali i kvalitete nastave geografije, analizi-
rani su radovi u¢enika upisanih u gimnaziju $k. god. 2017./2018., nastali tijekom
njihova pohadanja tre¢eg i éetvrtog razreda. S tim je ciljem osmiSljena matrica za
vrednovanje istrazivackog rada. Analizi je podvrgnuto ukupno 56 radova, od éega
podjednako iz $k. god. 2019./2020. (3. razred) i $k. god. 2020./2021. (4. razred).
Kvalitativna analiza sadrzaja u¢enickih radova provedena je pomocu programskog
paketa MAXQDA. Pritom su izdvojeni konkretni primjeri ostvarenosti ili neo-
stvarenosti ishoda. Kao najudestaliji problemi, s obzirom na sadrzaj ishoda, valja
izdvojiti pravilno citiranje i navodenje literature i izvora, zatim obradu podataka
i njihovo prikazivanje te na kraju nacin prikupljanja podataka. Naime, uglavnom
se preuzimaju objavljeni graficki i kartografski prilozi, a prikupljanje podataka
u pravilu ukljucuje pretraZivanje interneta te koriStenje prvih rezultata pretrage.

With the adoption of the new curriculum for the subject of Geography for pri-
mary and grammar schools in the Republic of Croatia (OG 7/2019), the teaching
content was modernized and different approaches to learning and teaching geog-
raphy were provided. The application of research methods and the preparation
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of research papers should be emphasized. Although the teaching of geography in
the school years 2019/2020 and 2020/2021 in year 3 and 4 was still carried out
according to the old curriculum from 1993, the students of Antun Gustav Mato§
Grammar School in Samobor achieved the outcomes of GEO SS B.3.1./B.4.1.
from the new curriculum, whose implementation is expected in this education-
al cycle. Within the stated outcomes, a student conducts geographical research
related to the educational content and presents the results of the research work.
In order to continuously monitor the progress of students, but also the quality
of geography teaching, the work of grammar school students produced during
their attendance in year 3 and 4 was analysed. For this purpose, a research paper
assessment matrix was designed. A total of 56 papers were subjected to analysis, of
which also from the school year 2019/2020 (year 3) and school year 2020/2021
(year 4). Qualitative analysis of the content of student papers was conducted us-
ing the MAXQDA software package. Specific examples of outcomes that were
achieved or not were singled out. The most common problems to be highlighted
when considering the content of the outcomes are the correct citation and quot-
ing of literature and sources, then the processing of the data and their presenta-
tion, and finally the methods of data collection. Indeed, in most cases, already
published graphical and cartographic appendices were downloaded, and data col-
lection usually involved searching the Internet and using the first search results.

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UvOD

,Neki su vjerovali da je internetska veza u ucio-
nici sve $to je potrebno da se $kola iz 20. stoljeca
promijeni u prostor za ucenje u 21. stolje¢u. Da
je barem tako jednostavno“ (KuHLTHAU I DR,
2018., 23). Suvremeno drustvo stalno se mijenja.
Prema popularnoj predodzbi, dvije tre¢ine djece
koja ulaze u obrazovni sustav kad jednom iz njega
izade, obavljat ¢e poslove koji danas ni ne postoje
(URL 2). Skola je duzna odgovoriti na te promje-
ne i na najbolji moguéi nacin pripremiti ucenike
za izazove koji im predstoje. To ne zna¢i digita-
lizirati obrazovne sadrzaje niti koristiti digitalne
alate u nastavi, ve¢ ucenike udiniti $to je mogu-
¢e spremnijima za cjelozivotno ucenje. Pritom se
spremnost moze definirati kao stupanj pripremlje-
nosti ucenika da upisu i uspiju na viSem stupnju
obrazovanja. Ima nekoliko dimenzija, od kojih je
posebno vazna spremnost za pisanje stru¢nih ra-
dova u skladu s postavljenim ocekivanjima te ra-
zinom obrazovanja. Kako bi bili spremni za studij,
rad i Zivot u tehnoloskom drustvu, ucenici moraju
imati razvijenu sposobnost prikupljanja, razumije-
vanja, evaluacije i sinteze podataka, pisanja izvje-
$¢a, provodenja vlastitog istrazivanja radi davanja
odgovora ili rjeSavanja problema te analiziranja i
pisanja tekstova (DonnAM, 2014.). Stoga se istra-
zivacko udenje namece kao posebno vazna nastav-
na strategija u ostvarivanju proklamiranog cilja.
Istrazivacko ucenje utkano je u Cetvrti cilj ucenja
i poucavanja Geografije prema kojemu ¢e ucenici
radi otkrivanja novih spoznaja o geografskom pro-
storu planirati i provoditi geografsko istrazivanje,
samostalno ili u skupini, uz pozeljan terenski rad
(Geografija, 2019., 7).

lako je generacija gimnazijalaca 2017./2018.
svoje srednjoskolsko obrazovanje zavrsila po starim
nastavnim planovima i programima, ucenici samo-
borske gimnazije su u treéem i ¢etvrtom razredu
ostvarili ishode GEO SS B.3.1. i GEO SS B.4.1.
iz novoga predmetnoga kurikuluma geografije koji
se ticu geografskog istrazivanja. Namjera je upravo
bila ojacati njihove sposobnosti za nastavak obra-
zovanja, odnosno povedati spremnost za skori upis
studija te uspjesno studiranje. Analizom ucenickih
radova koja je donesena u ovom tekstu, namjera je

INTRODUCTION

‘Some believed that the internet connection in
the classroom was all that was needed to transform
a 20th century school into a 21st century place of
learning. If only it were that simple’ (KuHLTHAU ET
AL., 2018, 23). Modern society is constantly chang-
ing. According to popular belief, two-thirds of
children entering the education system, once they
leave it, will do the jobs that do not even exist today
(URL 2). Schools have a responsibility to respond
to these changes and prepare students for the chal-
lenges ahead in the best possible way. This does not
mean digitizing educational content or using dig-
ital tools in the classroom, but preparing students
as well as possible for lifelong learning. Readiness
can be defined as the degree to which students are
prepared to enrol and succeed in higher levels of ed-
ucation. It has several dimensions, of which readi-
ness to write professional papers in accordance with
set expectations and educational level is particularly
important. To be ready to study, work, and live in
a technological society, students must develop the
ability to collect, understand, evaluate, and synthe-
size data; write reports; conduct their own research
to answer or solve problems; and analyse and write
texts (DonHaM, 2014). Therefore, inquiry-based
learning is prescribed as a particularly important
teaching strategy to achieve the proclaimed goal. In-
quiry-based learning is woven into the fourth goal
of learning and teaching geography, which states
that students should plan and conduct geographic
research individually or in groups to discover new
knowledge about geographic space, while fieldwork
is encouraged (Geografija, 2019, 7).

Although the generation of secondary school
students, that started secondary education in
2017/2018, completed their education according
to the old curriculum, the students of Samobor
Grammar School in the year 3 and 4 achieved the
outcomes of GEO SS B.3.1. and GEO SS B.4.1.
from the new curriculum for the subject of geogra-
phy related to geographical research. The intention
was to strengthen their capacity to continue their
education, i.e. to increase their readiness for timely
matriculation and successful study. Through the
analysis of the student work presented in this text,
it is intended to examine the progress of students
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¢emu tipi¢ne nastavne godine, detektirati proble-
me pri izradi geografskog istrazivanja te ponuditi
nacin kako ih rijesiti. Ostvarivanjem toga cilja, na-
stavnicima bi se omogudilo lakse planiranje pro-
vedbe geografskog istrazivanja, a u¢enicima ponu-
dio uvid u najées¢e pogreske s uputama za njihovo

izbjegavanje u buduénosti.

ISTRAZIVACKO UCENJE

Ideja istrazivackog ucenja javlja se u sferi priro-
doslovlja polovicom 19. stolje¢a. Medutim, pojam
sistrazivacko ucenje u edukacijske znanosti ulazi
tek pocetkom 20. stolje¢a i to zahvaljujuéi ame-
rickom pedagogu Johnu Deweyju (PErRKOVIC KRI-
JAN, 2016.). ]. Dewey isti¢e da aktivnosti koje dje-
ca ostvaruju u neposrednim Zivotnim situacijama
vode prema realizaciji njihovih urodenih predispo-
zicija (MATIJEVIC 1 DR., 2016.). I u kurikulumima
geografije vec¢ine drzava Europske unije navodi se
istrazivacko uéenje kao jedna od strategija ucenja.
Stoga je potrebno i u Hrvatskoj mijenjati pristup
nastavi s frontalnog izlaganja nastavnika prema
aktivnijem ukljucivanju udenika kroz istrazivacki
postupak. To podrazumijeva uvjezbavanje i stje-
canje vjestine detektiranja problema, oblikovanje
hipoteza, prikupljanje informacija te zaklju¢ivanje
temeljeno na argumentima. Osim $to tako stjec¢u
istrazivacke vjestine, istrazivacko ucenje pozitivno
djeluje i na postignuca ucenika. Stoga zalosti da
nastavnici u Hrvatskoj i dalje vise preferiraju tra-
dicionalne nadine rada (PErkovi¢ Krijan, 2016.;
Maga$, MARIN, 2013.).

Jedan od najvaznijih zadataka ucitelja i nastav-
nika je priprema ucenika za budu¢nost, bilo da
se ona odnosi na nastavak $kolovanja ili na sto je
moguce ve¢u konkurentnost na trzi$tu rada. Ne-
izvjesnost rezultata toga zadatka pojacava se zbog
dinamic¢nosti i kaoti¢nosti informacijskog doba.
Kazu da ritam promjena nikad nije bio brz kao
danas, a istovremeno, vise nikad neée biti ovako
spor. ,,Danasnji svijet zahtijeva sposobnost [prila-
godbe] istrazivanja i stvaranja znanja“ (KuHLTHAU
I DR, 2018, 21). Istice se potreba za autonomnim
razmiéljanjem, informiranim rezoniranjem i prije
svega cjelozivotnim udenjem. Radi ostvarivanja

najpovoljnijih mogu¢ih ishoda, valja se usmjeriti
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during two atypical school years, to uncover prob-
lems in the preparation of a geographical research,
and to offer a way to solve them. Achieving this
goal would make it easier for teachers to plan how
to conduct geographic research and provide stu-
dents with an insight into common mistakes with

guidance on how to avoid them in the future.

INQUIRY-BASED LEARNING

The idea of inquiry-based learning emerged in
academia in the mid-19th century. However, the
term ‘inquiry-based learning’ itself entered the ed-
ucational sciences only at the beginning of the 20th
century, thanks to the American educator John
Dewey (PErkovi¢ Kryan, 2016). Dewey point-
ed out that the activities that children perform in
immediate life situations lead to the realization of
their innate dispositions (MATIJEVIC ET AL., 2016).
Inquiry-based learning is also mentioned as one of
the learning strategies in the geography curriculum
of most countries in the European Union. There-
fore, it is necessary to change the teaching approach
from frontal teaching to more active involvement of
students through the research process. This includes
practicing and learning problem identification
skills, formulating hypotheses, gathering informa-
tion, and reasoning based on arguments. In addition
to acquiring research skills, inquiry-based learning
also has a positive impact on student achievement.
Therefore, it is unfortunate that teachers in Croatia
still prefer traditional ways of working (PERKOVIC
Krijan, 2016; MaGa$, MArIN, 2013).

One of the most important tasks of teachers is to
prepare students for the future, either to continue
their education or to be as competitive as possible
on the labour market. The uncertainty of the out-
comes of this task is exacerbated by the dynamism
and chaos of the information age. They say that
the pace of change has never been faster than it is
today, and at the same time it will never be slow-
er. “Today’s world requires the ability to [adapt]
research and knowledge creation’ (KUHLTHAU ET
AL., 2018, 21). It is emphasized that autonomous
thinking, sound reasoning, and most importantly,
lifelong learning are required. In order to achieve
the best possible results, it is necessary to focus on
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prema istrazivackom ucenju. Upravo se istraziva-
njem ucenike ohrabruje da ,propituju, istrazuju i
formuliraju nove ideje“ (KunrTHAU I DR., 2018,
22). Istrazivanje rezultira dubljim razumijevanjem
sadrzaja pojedinog predmeta, ali i razvojem infor-

macijske pismenosti.

IstraZivacki rad u predmetnim kurikulumima

Na globalnoj razini jo$ je hladnoratovska utrka za
svemir utjecala na ubrzavanje promjena predmet-
nih kurikuluma u smjeru istrazivackog ucenja uz
isticanje potrebe za stjecanjem sposobnosti znan-
stvenog misljenja. Kasnije je istrazivacko ucenje
poticano zbog opadanja zanimanja za prirodoslov-
lie, nezadovoljavaju¢ih rezultata medunarodnoga
vanjskog vrednovanja (PISA, TIMSS) te rastude
potrebe za znanstvenicima u polju prirodnih zna-
nosti (PERkOVIC KRrijan, 2016.). Premda se neée
svi ucenici baviti znanos$¢u, znanstvena pismenost
vazna je za razvoj kritickog i kreativnog misljenja,
postovanja intelektualnog vlasnistva, rezoniranja
sukladno novim informacijama i revidiranja vlasti-
tog misljenja u svjetlu novih spoznaja. Omoguéuje
informirano i aktivno sudjelovanje u javnom zivo-
tu, odnosno Zivljenje i uéinkovitije suocavanje s
brzim promjenama koje suvremeno drustvo dono-
si. Istrazivacko ucenje u Hrvatskoj se, donosenjem
novih predmetnih kurikuluma za osnovne skole i
gimnazije, otvorenije potice tek od 2019. godine.
U ovom radu analiziraju se samo ishodi povezani s
istrazivackim ucenjem u gimnazijama.

Gotovi svi predmetni kurikulumi isti¢u vaznost
istrazivackog ucenja (URL 1). Tako u okviru na-
stave Hrvatskog jezika ucenici pisu raspravljac-
ke eseje, a u razradi ishoda SS HJ A.3.4., medu
ostalim, ocekuje se da uéenici ,istrazuju razli¢ite
izvore informacija i razlikuju primarne od sekun-
darnih izvora, navode bibliografske jedinice i ci-
tiraju stru¢nu literaturu te sazimaju prikupljene
informacije i oblikuju sadrzajno i logicki povezan
tekst“ (Hrvatski, 2019., 84). Nadalje, u nastavi
Engleskog jezika, tj. u razradi ishoda SS (1) EJ
C.1.4., o¢ekuje se da uéenik ,provodi kratko istra-
zivanje na temelju postavljenih hipoteza izvodedi
zakljucke otvorenoga tipa i koristeéi se intuicijom
u pronalazenju originalnih rjesenja“ (Engleski,

2019., 114), a u razradi ishoda SS (1) EJ C.3.5.

inquiry-based learning. Through research, students
are encouraged to ‘ask questions, explore, and for-
mulate new ideas’ (KuHLTHAU ET AL., 2018, 22).
Research leads not only to a deeper understanding
of the content of a particular subject, but also to

the development of information literacy.

Research work in subject centred curriculum

Globally, the Cold War space race accelerated the
shift in curriculum towards inquiry-based learn-
ing, with an emphasis on the need to acquire sci-
entific thinking skills. Later, inquiry-based learn-
ing was stimulated due to the declining interest in
science, unsatisfactory results of international ex-
ternal assessment (PISA, TIMSS) and the growing
need for scientists in the field of science (PERKOVIE
Krijan, 2016). Although not all students will be
engaged in science, scientific literacy is important
for developing critical and creative thinking, re-
specting intellectual property, reasoning according
to new information, and revising one’s opinions in
the light of new knowledge. It enables informed
and active participation in public life, i.e. living
and coping more efficiently with the rapid changes
that modern society brings. Inquiry-based learning
has been more openly promoted in Croatia with
the adoption of the new curricula for primary and
grammar schools only since 2019. In this paper,
only the outcomes related to inquiry learning in
grammar schools are analysed.

Almost all subject curricula emphasize the im-
portance of inquiry learning (URL 1). For exam-
ple, in Croatian language classes, students write
discussion essays, and according to the elaborated
outcomes of SS HJ A.3.4., students are expected,
among other things, to ‘explore various sources of
information and distinguish primary from second-
ary sources, cite bibliographic units and cite spe-
cialized literature, and summarize the information
gathered and form a text that is coherent in con-
tent and logic’ (Hrvatski, 2019, 84). In addition,
in the English class, i.e. in the elaboration of the
outcomes of SS EJ C.1.4. the student is expected
to ‘conduct a brief research based on the established
hypotheses, drawing open conclusions and using
intuition in the search for original solutions.” (Eng-
leski, 2019, 114), and in developing the secondary
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ocekuje se da ucenik ,provodi kratko istrazivanje:
postavlja hipoteze, primjenjuje osnovne tehnike
istrazivanja, obraduje podatke i interpretira rezul-
tate tako da zakljucci logi¢no slijede iz argumenata
i empirijskih podataka® (Engleski, 2019., 104).
Nastava Njemackog (SS (2) NJ C.4.2.) i Talijan-
skog (SS (2) TJ C.3.2) jezika takoder ukljucuje
ishode u kojima se o¢ekuje priprema te izlaganje
istrazivackih projekata (Njemacki, 2019.; Talijan-
ski, 2019.).

Nadalje, jedan od odgojno-obrazovnih ciljeva
kurikuluma Povijesti je ,,oblikovanje istrazivackog
pitanja u svrhu aktivnog udenja koje proizlazi iz
povijesnih sadrzaja“ (Povijest, 2019., 6), dok se
u obradi izbornih tema olekuje ,dodatno staviti
naglasak na aktivno udenje, istrazivanje, rjesavanje
problema, konceptualno i proceduralno znanje te
razvoj metakognicije* (Povijest, 2019., 13). Pred-
metni kurikulum Likovne umjetnosti pred uceni-
ke postavlja zadatak istrazivanja odredenog proble-
ma te da ,relevantne podatke oblikuju u smislen
i argumentiran sadrzaj“ (SS LU A.1.1., SS LU,
A2.1, S§ LU, A3.1, SS LU, A4.1). Medutim,
¢ak ni u razradi ishodi nisu specifi¢nije definirani
(Likovni, 2019., 73; 79; 85; 91). U sadrzajima za
ostvarivanje vi$e odgojno-obrazovnih ishoda nasta-
ve Sociologije isti¢e se moguénost provodenja mini

istrazivanja, kao i primjena osnovnih istrazivackih

level outcome SSE] C.3.5., the student is expected
to ‘conduct brief research: Hypothesize, apply ba-
sic research techniques, process data, and interpret
results so that conclusions follow logically from ar-
guments and empirical data’ (Engleski, 2019, 104).
Teaching German (SSNJ C.4.2.) and Italian (SS T
C.3.2.) includes outcomes in which the preparation
and presentation of research projects is expected
(Njemacki, 2019; Talijanski, 2019).

In addition, one of the educational goals of the
history curriculum is ‘shaping the research ques-
tion for the purpose of active learning that results
from historical content’ (Povijest, 2019, 6), while
the treatment of elective topics is expected to ‘fur-
ther emphasize active learning, research, problem
solving, conceptual and procedural knowledge,
and the development of metacognition’ (Povi-
jest, 2019, 13). The Visual Arts curriculum tasks
students with researching a specific problem and
‘shaping relevant data into meaningful and argu-
mentative content’ (S§ LU A.1.1., SS LU A.2.1,
SS LU A.3.1, SS LU A.4.1). However, even in the
elaboration, the outcomes are not defined more
precisely (Likovni, 2019, 73; 79; 85; 91). The
content on achieving more educational outcomes
in sociology classes emphasizes the possibility of
conducting mini-research and using basic research

methods, but it does not clearly elaborate what

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metoda, ali nije jasno razradeno $to to obuhvaca
(Sociologija, 2019.). U preporukama za ostvari-
vanje veéeg broja ishoda u Politici i gospodarstvu
stoji ,,...samostalno istrazivanje zadane ili izabra-
ne teme, pisanje eseja, izrada plakata, racunalnih
prezentacija i multimedijskih/digitalnih sadrza-
ja, mini istrazivanja...“ (Politika i gospodarstvo,
2019., 12-16). I konacno, predmetni kurikulum
Filozofije isti¢e kako je ,prirodno da dominantan
oblik uéenja i poucavanja bude istrazivacko-pro-
blemski“ (Filozofija, 2019., 6).

Od nastave Fizike ocekuje se ,provodenje ek-
sperimentalnih istrazivanja“ (Fizika, 2019., 7), pri
¢emu kurikulum donosi prijedloge moguéih tema
(aktivnosti). Sli¢no tomu, istrazivacka nastava u
Kemiji fokusirana je na pokuse, a ne na oblikova-
nje istrazivackih radova (Kemija, 2019.). Predmet-
ni kurikulum Matematike takoder istie vaznost
istrazivackog ucenja, pod ¢ime podrazumijeva ot-
krivanje matematike rjeSavanjem problemskih si-
tuacija (Matematika, 2019.). Medutim, zahtjev za
provodenjem istrazivackoga rada i detaljnu razradu
pripadajuceg ishoda donose samo predmetni kuri-

kulumi Biologije (Tab. 1.) i Geografije (Tab. 2.).

Geografsko istrazivanje

Geografsko istrazivanje sadrzano je u odgojno-
obrazovnim ishodima od petog razreda osnovne
skole do cetvrtog razreda gimnazije (Tab. 2.). Pri
tome se o¢ekuje da tijekom razdoblja od dvije
nastavne godine (peti i $esti razred; sedmi i osmi
razred; prvi i drugi razred; treéi i Cetvrti razred)
ucenik izradi najmanje jedan istrazivacki rad. To
znadi da Ce tijekom osmogodisnjega geografskog
obrazovanja izraditi najmanje Cetiri istrazivacka
rada iz geografije. Tema rada mora biti povezana
sa sadrzajem nekog od ishoda dije je ostvarivanje
predvideno u razredu u kojem se izraduje geograf-
sko istrazivanje (Geografija, 2019.). S porastom
dobi ucenika, odnosno napredovanjem kroz sustav
osnovnog i gimnazijskog obrazovanja, ishodi se
usloznjavaju.

this entails (Sociologija, 2019). The recommenda-
tions for achieving a greater number of outcomes
in Politics and Economics include ‘... independent
research on a given or selected topic, writing es-
says, creating posters, computer presentations and
multimedia/digital content, mini-research’ (Politi-
ka i gospodarstvo, 2019, 12- 16). Finally, the Phi-
losophy syllabus emphasizes that ‘the predominant
form of learning and teaching is, by its very nature,
inquiry-based™ (Filozofija, 2019, 6). Physics class-
es are expected to ‘engage in experimental research’
(Fizika, 2019, 7), with the curriculum suggesting
possible topics (activities). Similarly, research in-
struction in chemistry focuses on experimentation
rather than research paper design (Kemija, 2019).
The mathematics curriculum also emphasizes
the importance of inquiry learning, i.e. discov-
ering mathematics by solving problem situations
(Matematika, 2019). However, the requirement to
conduct research and to elaborate the correspond-
ing results in detail is only stated in the curricula of

biology (Tab. 1) and geography (Tab. 2).

Geographical research

Geographical research is included in educational
outcomes from primary school year 5 to grammar
school year 4 (Tab. 2). The students are expected to
write at least one research paper during the period of
two school years (year 5 and 6; year 7 and 8; year 1
and 2; year 3 and 4). This means that they will write
at least four research papers in geography during his
eight years of geography education. The topic of the
paper must relate to the content of some of the out-
comes that are intended to be implemented in the
class in which the geographical research is conducted
(Geografija, 2019). As students get older, that is, as
they progress through the system of primary and sec-
ondary education, the outcomes become more com-
plex. For example, in the first and/or second grade of
grammar school, students are expected to formulate
a research question and hypothesis, and in the year
3 and/or 4, the research question and hypothesis are
expected to be more complex. In addition, in first
grammar school cycle students are required to list the
literature and sources correctly, while in second cycle
this outcome is complicated by the expectation to
cite correctly. Finally, a higher level of expectation

was designed for the evaluation of research work
of students who started Samobor Grammar School
in the academic year 2017/2018. The starting
point was the matrix for the evaluation of the
research paper in the Geography 2020 national
competition. The evaluation matrix consisted of
twenty components thematically related to the
stated outcomes in the elaboration of the main
outcome. Each of the components is accompanied
by descriptions with the corresponding number of
points. Two components in the matrix (research
question and hypothesis) relate to the outcome
‘poses a more complex research question and hy-
pothesis.” The outcome ‘presents the results of the
research’ is related to the nine components of the
matrix (e.g., structure of the paper, introduction,
conclusion, number of standard pages, geograph-
ic names and terminology, etc.). In addition to
the outcome ‘processes data, presents it in tables,
graphs, and maps, and draws conclusions’ relates
to six components (e.g., function of graphic ap-
pendices, quality of graphic appendices, signing of
graphic appendices, position of titles in relation to
graphic appendices, etc.), while four components
relate to the outcome ‘cites and lists bibliography
and sources correctly’ (design of bibliography
and sources, number and order of bibliographic
units, citation, plagiarism). The components did
not have the same number of descriptors, but it
ranged from two to five. In terms of content, sim-
pler components such as the position of the title
in relation to the graphic appendix or compliance
with the norms of standard language had a smaller
number of descriptors, mostly in the range of false
- true and mostly not - mostly yes. More complex
components had a greater number of descriptors,
for example, the component related to elaboration
had five descriptors in the range of not present to
elaboration present, hypotheses are well substantiated.

Each author scored all student work using a ma-
trix. The author’s average score was used as the fi-
nal score for each element of the assessment. Qual-
itative analysis of the papers was carried out using
the MAXQDA software package and was based
on the aforementioned outcomes from the main
outcomes class. Coded passages were identified in
the texts of the research papers that relate to the
realization of some of the stated outcomes. With

ANALIZA UCENICKIH RADOVA

Analizi su podvrgnuti radovi svih uéenika iz sva
tri razredna odjela, ukupno 56 ucenickih radova,
od kojih je pola nastalo $k. god. 2019./2020., a
pola sk. god. 2020./2021. Ucenici su geografska
istrazivanja provodili tijekom prvog polugodista.
Mogli su samostalno birati temu vezanu uz na-
stavni program geografije treteg odnosno cetvrtog
razreda ili vezanu uz ishode ucenja iz kurikuluma
Geografije, a radili su u parovima. Vec¢inu parova
¢inili su ucenici istoga spola. Analizirano je uku-
pno 38 radova udenica i 14 radova ucenika. Preo-
stala Cetiri istrazivacka rada nastala su u mjesovitim
parovima. Sk. god. 2019./2020. uéenici su mora-
li dostaviti radnu verziju geografskog istrazivanja
najkasnije do pocetka prosinca, a ona je morala sa-
drzavati istrazivacko pitanje, hipoteze i popis lite-
rature. Nakon toga dobili su povratnu informaciju
i upute za dovrietak rada. Sk. god. 2020./2021.
mogli su, ali nisu morali poslati radnu verziju
istrazivackog rada. Rezultat toga bila je samo jedna
zaprimljena radna verzija. Unato¢ tomu, ostvaren
je napredak u ostvarenosti ishoda koji se pomnije

analizira u nastavku.

Ostvarenost ishoda

Kvantifikacijom ishoda iz razrade na temelju
izradene matrice za vrednovanje geografskog istra-
zivanja, utvrdeno je da je ishod GEO SS B.3.1.
koji se odnosi na istrazivacki rad u tre¢em razredu
gimnazije ostvaren s 59 % uspjeha, a ishod GEO
SS B.4.1, koji predstavlja izradu istrazivackog rada
u Cetvrtom razredu gimnazije, sa 69,6 % uspje-
ha. Pritom postoje znacajne razlike u ostvarenosti
pojedinog ishoda iz razrade (Sl. 1.). Kako bilo, u
samo godinu dana ostvareno je osjetno poboljsa-

nje, no i dalje postoji znacajan prostor za napredak.
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the help of the possibility to write comments on
the coded passages, the discovered errors, misun-
derstandings and inconsistencies with the instruc-
tions for writing a research paper are described.
The analysis of the coded parts and comments has
revealed the most common problems encountered
by students in writing a research paper in the first
years of using this teaching method.

ANALYSIS OF THE RESEARCH
PAPERS

The work of all students from all three classes
was analysed, a total of 56 student papers, half of
which were created in the school year 2019/2020
and the other half in the school year 2020/2021.
Students conducted geographical research in the
first semester. They could independently choose a
topic related to the year three or four geography
curriculum learning outcomes, and they worked in
pairs. Most pairs were students of the same gender.
A total of 38 female student papers and 14 male
student papers were evaluated. The remaining four
research papers were in mixed pairs. In the school
year 2019/2020 students were required to submit a
working version of a geographical research, which
had to include a research question, hypotheses,
and bibliography, no later than early December.
They were then given feedback and instructions
on how to complete the paper. During the school
year 2020/2021, they could submit a working ver-
sion of the research paper, but they did not have
to. The result was that only one working version
was submitted. Nevertheless, progress was made in
achieving the outcomes, which will be analysed in

more detail below.

Realization of outcomes

By quantifying the outcomes from the elabo-
ration on the basis of the developed matrix for
evaluation of geographical research, it was found
that the outcome of GEO SS B.3.1., which refers
to the research work in year 3 of grammar school,
was achieved with 59.0% success, and the out-
come of GEO SS B.4.1, which is the creation of
the research work in year 4 at grammar school,

Dvije godine provedbe geografskog istrazivanja,
iako u najzrelijoj u¢enickoj dobi, nisu se pokazale
dovoljnima za postizanje viSe razine uspjesnosti.

with 69.6% success. There are significant differ-
ences in the realization of a particular outcome of
the elaboration (Fig. 1). Significant improvements
have been made in just one year, but there is still
much room for improvement. Two years of geo-
graphical research, although at the most mature
student age, did not prove sufficient to achieve a
higher level of success. It should be noted again
that the research papers analysed in this paper
were written by students who did not have the
opportunity to develop that skill in their previous
geographic education. Generations that acquire
geographical knowledge and skills according to
the geography curriculum during the four years
of primary school and the four years of grammar
school have a better chance of achieving better
results because they will gradually develop the
ability to write research papers. For generations
that were not involved in the frontal application
of the geography curriculum in primary school, it
is possible to plan and carry out research work in
each year of the grammar school, with formative
assessment at the beginning of the cycle (year one
and three) and summative assessment in the year

two and four.

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Research question and hypothesis

Curiosity could be understood as the result of the
existence of a gap between already known informa-
tion, a gap that an individual seeks to fill. This gap is
a space for creativity, a space for the desire to know
and a drive for research (LesLig, 2014). Therefore,
it is important to pay attention in formulating the
right research question, a question that corresponds
to the objective of the student research.’ It is also
necessary that the research question is consistent
with the hypothesis. The outcome in terms of the
correctly formulated research question was 67.1%
in the school year 2019/2020, and the success rate
of the hypotheses was 67%. One year later, the re-
search questions (77.1%) and hypotheses (73.2%)
were slightly more successful. However, certain er-
rors were repeated. For example, some students do
not distinguish between the aim of the paper and the
research question.* In addition, some questions are
incomplete, so it is not clear what the authors really
wanted to investigate.” Many other problems were
observed in the formulation of hypotheses. Some
were completely meaningless,® some were geograph-
ically unsubstantiated” and some were too complex

Prikupljanje
podataka na terenu bilo je limitirano pandemijom
bolesti COVID-19 pa su ucenici ostali ogranice-
ni na druge izvore. Preporucena im je uporaba
Portala hrvatskih znanstvenih i stru¢nih ¢asopisa
(Hréak) i mreznog izdanja Hrvatske enciklopedi-
je. Upozoreni su da bi Wikipediju trebali izbje-
gavati, a u slucaju da se njome koriste, podatke
valja dodatno provjeriti. Ipak, uglavnom su se ko-
ristili lako dostupnim, a vise ili manje pouzdanim
web-stranicama, novinskim portalima i drustve-
nim mrezama (YouTube, Instagram). Kvalitetniji
istrazivacki radovi donosili su zakljucke temeljene
na novijim statistickim podacima (npr. Eurostat,
UN, Svjetska banka, HZ]Z, DZS, HTZ, HGK),
a tek u Cetiri rada je bilo provedeno vlastito an-
ketno istrazivanje. Analizirani su pretezno izvori

na hrvatskom jeziku.

sentence and not more than one.® It is not good to
provide the hypothesis with an argument in its fa-
vour immediately.’ It is an integral part of the central
part of the text. Moreover, we do not research what
has already been researched and is (too) easily ac-
cessible.' Merely fulfilling the research form can be
tedious and does not lead to motivation in students
or a quality research paper. Moreover, when making
a hypothesis, students are expected to be well ac-
quainted with the topic they are researching so that
it is not reduced to a level of triviality."

Data collecting

The outcome of the elaboration of the main out-
come in terms of geographical research, whose real-
ization we analyse in this section, is: ‘collects data in
the field and/or from other sources’ (Tab. 2). Data
collection in the field was limited by the pandemic
COVID-19, so the students had to rely on other
sources. They were advised to use the portal of Croa-
tian scientific and professional journals (Hrc¢ak) and
the online edition of the Croatian Encyclopaedia.
They were warned that Wikipedia should be avoid-
ed, and if they used it, the data should be further
verified. However, they mostly used easily accessi-

ble, and more or less reliable websites, news portals

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Premda su u uvodnom dijelu rada trebali opisati
nacin prikupljanja i uporabe podataka, to je u tre-
¢em razredu udinilo oko dvije treéine ucenika, a u
¢etvrtom razredu manje od polovice. Pri tome su
mijesali na¢in prikupljanja podataka s web-lokaci-
jom odakle su podaci preuzeti. Primjerice, iz tvrd-
nje da su ,kao metodu istrazivanja koristili smo
sluzbenu web stranicu Europskog parlamenta®,
jasno je da autori ne razumiju $to je metoda istra-
zivanja, iako su je imali prilike upoznati i koristiti
tijekom skolovanja, npr. u biologiji ili u izvanuci-
onickoj nastavi geografije. U nekim je tekstovima
navedeno vise istrazivackih metoda nego $to je pri-
mijenjeno. Tako je u jednom od radova istaknuto
da e se ,istrazivanje provesti obradivanjem c¢la-
naka, web stranica i publikacija, gledanjem videa,
intervjuiranjem profesionalnih plesac¢a i prikazom
porijekla plesova na karti“, a nije koristena ni jed-
na publikacija, nije proveden intervju niti je jasno
koja su videa autori pogledali s obzirom na to da to
nije navedeno u popisu literature i izvora. Nadalje,
u nekim radovima nije naveden nacin prikupljanja
podataka, odnosno koriStenja izvora informaci-
ja — primjerice u slucaju kada autori tvrde da ¢e
sistrazivanje provesti prate¢i BDP i HDI sve Cetiri
zemlje [azijski tigrovi] od 60-ih do danas“. Manjak
kreativnosti i plagiranje u pisanju uvoda primije-
¢en je u oko 15 % radova tre¢ega razreda, odnosno
30,8 % radova cetvrtoga razreda. Primjer navede-
noga je doslovno ponovljena recenica ,istrazivanje
¢emo provesti kritickom analizom dostupne litera-

ture“ iz predloska geografskog istrazivanja.

Predstavljanje rezultata geografskog
istrazivanja

Primije¢en je napredak u predstavljanju rezul-
tata istrazivackog rada 2021. u odnosu na 2020.
godinu (SI. 2.). Najvece poboljsanje vidljivo je na
podruéju tehnickog oblikovanja teksta (postovanje
pravila za prored, pismo i obostrano poravnanje
teksta). Ipak, s obzirom na samo 53 % ostvarenosti
tog segmenta rada, postoji velik prostor za daljnji
napredak. Osim toga, prostor za napredak postoji
i u razradi — sredi$njem dijelu rada — $to je mnogo
vaznije. Naime, razrada bi trebala sadrzavati argu-
mentaciju hipoteza, $to je u dobrom dijelu radova

izostalo.
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and social networks (YouTube, Instagram). Higher
quality research papers drew their conclusions based
on actual statistics (e.g. Eurostat, UN, World Bank,
CNIPH, CBS, CNTB, Croatian Chamber of Com-
merce), and only four papers presented their own
survey. The sources used were mostly in Croatian.
Although they were supposed to describe the
method of data collection and use in the introduc-
tory part of the paper, about two-thirds of year 3
students did so and less than half year 4 students. In
doing so, they mixed the method of data collection
with the website from which the data was down-
loaded. For example, from the claim that ‘we used
the official website of the European Parliament as a
research method,’ it is clear that the authors do not
know what a research method is, although they had
the opportunity to learn about it and use it during
school time, e.g. in biology or extracurricular geog-
raphy classes. In some texts, more research methods
are cited than were used. For example, one of the
papers states that ‘research is conducted by explor-
ing articles, websites, and publications, watching
videos, interviewing professional dancers, and plot-
ting the origins of dances on a map.” However, no
publication was used, no interview was conducted,
and it is not clear which videos the authors watched
as this is not listed in the bibliography and sources.
In addition, some papers do not specify the method
of data collection, i.e. the use of sources of infor-
mation - for example, in the case where the authors
claim that ‘the research is conducted using GDP
and HDI of all four countries [of the Asian tiger
economies] from the 1960s to the present day.” Lack
of creativity and plagiarism in writing the introduc-
tion were found in about 15% of the year 3 papers,
i.e. 30.8% of the year 4 papers. An example of this
is the sentence repeated verbatim, “We will conduct
the research by critically analysing the available liter-
ature,’ from the geographic research template.

Presenting the results of the research

There has been a progress in presenting the re-
search results in 2021 compared to 2020 (Fig. 2).
The greatest improvement is visible in the area of
technical text formatting (compliance with the
rules of spacing, font and mutual alignment of the
text). However, given that only 53% of this area of

work has been achieved, there is still much room
for further progress. Moreover, the elaboration - the
central part of the work - is much more important
and needs improvement. Namely, the elaboration
should contain the argumentation of the hypoth-

eses, which was absent in a large number of papers.

Presenting the data (in tabular, graphical and
cartographic form)

Although the outcomes related to geographic re-
search in year 3 and year 4 at grammar school ex-
plicitly indicate that students should process and
represent data, implying the independent creation
of graphical and cartographic contributions, this

expectation was not placed on them.'? Thus, in ana-

80) fokus stavljen na funkciju grafickih priloga u
tekstu, njihovu uporabu u donosenju zakljucka te
pravilnom potpisivanju. Najveéi napredak ostva-
ren je upravo u pogledu pravilnog potpisivanja
grafickih priloga (SI. 3.).

Potpis svakoga grafickog priloga trebao bi se
sastojati od naslova i izvora. U slucaju bilo ko-
jega grafickog priloga koji nije tablica, potpis je
potrebno pozicionirati ispod grafickog oblika
(StERC, 1990.). S druge strane, naslov tablice
pise se iznad, a izvor ispod nje. Naslov mora od-
govarati na pitanja $to, gdje i kada je prikaza-
no. Grafi¢ki prilozi ne sluze za ukras, ve¢ trebaju
imati jasnu funkciju u tekstu i autori bi se na
njih trebali pozivati. Nuzno je da prilozi budu
jasni i ¢itljivi te da se mogu razumjeti s pomocu
naslova.

Odreden dio ucenickih radova sadrzavao je

processes data, presents it in tabular, graphical (cli-
mate and line or bar or pie chart), and cartographic
(thematic map) form, and draws a conclusion’ (Ge-
ografija, 2019, 80), the focus is on the function of
graphical appendices in the text, their use in draw-
ing a conclusion, and proper signing. The greatest
progress has been made with respect to the proper
signing of graphic appendices (Fig. 3).

The signature of each graphical appendix should
consist of a title and a source. For any graphic appen-
dix that is not a table, the signature should be placed
below the graphic form (StERC, 1990). For tables, on

U nekim slucajevima
izvor sadrzi ¢itavu bibliografsku jedinicu, $to je
takoder pogresno.

Samostalno izradenih grafickih priloga bilo
je malo, ali razmjerno vise u éetvrtom razredu,
$to je svakako ohrabrujude. Pri tome dominira-
ju tabli¢ni prikazi. Razlog tomu treba traziti u
jednostavnosti njihove izrade, kao i u ¢injenici
da tijekom treceg razreda ucenici jo$ nisu ste-
kli vjestinu izrade dijagrama i tematskih karata s
pomocu rac¢unala. Bez obzira na to $to su ucenici

the other hand, we write the title of the table at the
top and the source below it. The title must answer
the questions of what is shown, where, and when it is
shown. Graphical appendices are not for decoration,
but should have a clear function in the text and the
authors should refer to them. It is important that the
appendices are clear and readable and that they can
be understood with the help of the title.

A certain portion of the students’ papers con-
tained graphical appendices without signatures, and
in some of the papers the signatures were incomplete
(title missing or source missing). Often the titles did
not contain all the necessary information, and most
often the time stamp was missing."? In some works,
the title was positioned incorrectly (above/below the
graphical appendix). In addition, terms such as ‘di-
agram, map, plan, photograph...” should be avoided
in the title, as it is clear from the graph itself what
it shows." In a number of cases, the wrong use of
terminology can be seen, e.g. ‘age-sex pyramid’" in-
stead of age-sex structure of the population, Turks
instead of Ottomans..."° In addition, several papers
were found where the title of the graph does not
correspond to what is shown.!” Moreover, in a part
of the papers there are no sources with graphic ap-
pendices, and if there are, they are often only insert-
ed links. In some cases, the source contains an entire
bibliographic article, which is also incorrect.

There were few graphic appendices made by
the students, but relatively more in year 4, which

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na stjecanje znanja, a manje na geografske vje-
Stine, posebice na koristenje racunala, mogli su
izraditi dijagrame i odgovarajuée tematske kar-
te slijede¢i upute dobivene od nastavnika prije
izrade istrazivackog rada. Od ostalih samostalno
izradenih grafi¢kih priloga, u najve¢em se broju
radova pojavljuju stupcasti dijagrami. Pritom su
obi¢no nedostajali naslovi osi. Dio se ucenika,
unato¢ uputi da to valja izbjegavati jer otezava
Citjivost, koristio moguénoséu izrade 3D dija-
grama. Takoder, ako je maksimalna vrijednost
na y-osi dijagrama 51 %, nema potrebe da naj-
vi$a oznaka na osi bude 100 %, ve¢ ju je potreb-
no smanjiti.

Citiranje i navodenje literature i izvora

Plagiranje podrazumijeva predstavljanje tudeg
rada ili ideje kao svoje. Moze biti posljedica ne-
razumijevanja ili neiskustva u citiranju koriste-
nih izvora, ali i posljedica loe akademske prakse;
nesistemati¢nosti i nepazljivosti u izradi biljeza-
ka i prikupljanju materijala. Kako bilo, smatra
se akademskim varanjem te rezultira odredenim
sankcijama. Istrazivacka (akademska) etika nala-
ze izbjegavanja plagiranja s obzirom na to da je
plagiranje — varanje (KNEALE, 2011.). Medutim,
to ne znaci da je preuzimanje tudih ideja i rijeci
zabranjeno, ve¢ da ih je potrebno pravilno citira-
ti. Doslovno preuzeti tekst u geografiji stavljamo
u navodnike, a u zagradi na kraju recenice na-
vodimo autora, godinu i stranicu odakle je tekst
preuzet. Preporuka je da doslovno citiranje bude
sto krace te da se upotrebljava jedino u sluca-
ju kada su rijeci autora posebno vazne. Precesto
doslovno citiranje pokazatelj je nerazumijevanja
materije i pukog preuzimanja tudih rijeci. Bo-
lja opcija je parafraziranje — prepricavanje necije

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is certainly encouraging. Tabular representations
dominate. The reason for this is to be found in the
simplicity of their creation as well as the fact that
students in year 3 have not yet acquired the abili-
ty to create diagrams and thematic maps with the
help of the computer. Notwithstanding the fact that
the students were taught according to the 1993 ge-
ography curriculum, which is more focused on the
acquisition of knowledge and less on geographical
skills, especially the use of computers, they were able
to create diagrams and appropriate thematic maps
according to the instructions given by the teach-
er before doing research work. Considering other
graphic appendices made by students, bar charts ap-
peared in the greatest number of papers. Axis titles
were generally absent. A proportion of students took
the opportunity to create a 3D graph despite being
instructed that this should be avoided as it makes it
difficult to read. Even though the maximum value
on the y-axis of the graph is 51%, the highest mark
on the axis does not have to be 100%, but it is nec-
essary to reduce it. If you conduct a survey using a
digital tool, it is not good to simply download the
ready-made charts, because in most cases they do
not comply with the laws of graphic methods in ge-
ography. A particular problem with such graphical
appendices was the signing of them.'

Citing and bibliography

Plagiarism means passing off someone else’s work
or idea as your own. It can be the result of misun-
derstanding or inexperience in citing the sources
used, but it can also be the result of poor academic
practice, inconsistency, and carelessness in taking
notes and collecting materials. In either case, this
is considered academic fraud and attracts certain
sanctions. Research (academic) ethics dictate that
plagiarism should be avoided because plagiarism is
cheating (KNEeALE, 2011). However, this does not
mean that it is forbidden to take other people’s ideas
and words, but as long as they are cited correctly.
In geography, we put the verbatim downloaded text

Less than a third of the students manage to cite
the material they use correctly (Fig. 4). Conse-
quently, one-third of the work was classified as pla-
giarism in the school year correctly. In 2020/2021,
this number only partially improved the following
school year when it was 22.3 percent. The most
common citation errors are as follows: 1) the ci-
tation is missing entirely; 2) verbatim text that is
not enclosed in quotation marks and is therefore
considered plagiarism;* 3) the web address from
which the text was downloaded is included in the
citation book;?! 4) the citation book indicates the
base data from which the information was tak-
en;?? 5) the citation book contains the entire bib-
liographic unit;*® 6) footnotes are used instead of
quotation marks, which is not common in geogra-
phy; 7) the citation book contains the author’s first
and last name, which is unnecessary;** 8) the posi-

Razlike medu mladicima i djevojkama

Ocekivanje ishoda vezanog uz geografsko istra-
zivanje u veloj su mjeri ostvarile djevojke. Na-
vedeno vrijedi za sve ish ode iz razrade u obje
promatrane godine (SI. 5.). Razmjerno najveca
razlika u ostvarivanju pojedinih ishoda iz razra-
de odnosi se na ishod vezan za obradu podataka,
tabli¢no, graficko i kartografsko te donosenje za-
kljucka. Valja pri tome napomenuti da je razlika
znadajno veéa u prvoj godini izrade istrazivackog
rada (¢ak 21,5 %). Znacajnija razlika u ostvari-
vanju ishoda izmedu mladi¢a i djevojaka opaza
se i kod pravilnog citiranja te navodenja literatu-
re i izvora.

The most common mistakes in the design of a
bibliography, except in situations where the bibli-
ography did not exist at all, are the following: 1)
the bibliography consists solely of inserted links to
websites; 2) articles downloaded from the website
do not have an attached link and/or date of ac-
cess; 3) the year of publication of the article/book
is missing; 4) the author’s last name and initials
are missing or the author’s full name is included;
5) an article taken from Hrc¢ak should be cited as
if a physical version had been used, not a web ad-
dress;*® 6) unclear bibliographic units;”” 7) when
using works by the same author and the same year,
it is necessary to add lowercase letters so that these
works can be distin guished; 8) all elements are

Differences between male and female students

Expectations for outcomes related to geographic
research were largely met by the female students.
This was true for all developmental outcomes in
both years observed (Fig. 5). A relatively largest
difference in the r ealization of individual out-
comes from the elaboration refers to the outcome

Unato¢ ¢injenici da su djevojke ostvarile puno
bolje rezultate u izradi istrazivackog rada, ostvare-
ni napredak u dvije promatrane godine znacajniji
je kod mladi¢a. Najveéi napredak kod mladi¢a
primjetan je upravo u ostvarivanju onih ishoda
u kojima su prve godine izrade istrazivatkog rada
ostvarili najslabije rezultate. U znanstvenoj litera-
turi tesko je pronaéi jednoznacan uzrok slabijega
skolskog uspjeha mladi¢a. Medutim, navedene
razlike najée$¢e se tumace razlikama u osobinama
licnosti i intrinzi¢noj motivaciji, koje u slucaju
djevojaka puno vise odgovaraju $kolskom kon-
tekstu i njegovu ustroju (SPINATH 1 DR., 2010.).
U tom svjetlu, mogu se tumaciti i dobiveni re-

ZAKLJUCAK

Vodedi se tendencijama suvremenih obrazov-
nih znanosti, jedan od najvaznijih elemenata
recentne reforme obrazovanja u Republici Hr-
vatskoj je praksa izrade ucenickih istrazivackih

radova i to kroz najveéi dio njihove formalne
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related to data processing, tabular, graphical and
cartographic, and the adoption of a conclusion. It
should be noted that the difference is significantly
larger in the first year of elaboration (up to 21.5%).
A more significant difference in the achievement
of outcomes between male and female students is
also observed in the correct citation and citation of
literature and sources. The least gender difference
is observed in the outcomes related to the research
question and hypothesis, especially in the first year
of using this teaching practice. In addition, a rela-
tively small difference was observed in the results
related to the presentation of research findings.
Although the female students performed much
better in the development of the research work, the
progress made among the male students during the
two years observed is more marked. The greatest
progress in male students can be seen in the out-
comes where they achieved the weakest results in
the first years of research work. In the academic
literature, it is difficult to find a clear cause for
the poor academic performance of male students.
However, the most common explanation for these

differences is differences in personality traits and
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obrazovne vertikale. Kurikulum nastavnog pred-
meta Geografija, uz Biologiju, u tom je smislu
ponajvie odmaknuo u smjeru konkretizacije
razrade i provedbe ove nastavne prakse. Uéenici
osnovnih $kola i gimnazija u Republici Hrvat-
skoj obvezni su izraditi najmanje Cetiri geograf-
ska istrazivacka rada u razdoblju od petog razre-
da osnovne $kole do ¢etvrrog razreda gimnazije.
Prvih nekoliko godina nakon pocetka frontalne
primjene novih kurikuluma izvrsna su prigoda
za osvrt na uspje$nost provodenja nove nastavne
prakse i detektiranje vecih poteskoda, kako s as-
pekta ucenika tako i s aspekta nastavnika. Malo
je radova o istraziva¢kom ucenju u redovitoj na-
stavi, jo§ manje o istrazivackim radovima pa je
za geografsku praksu ovo pionirski rad, bez ob-
zira na to $to se radi o relativno malom uzorku
i kratkom vremenu pradenja. Analizom rezultata
provedenog istrazivanja na uzorku od 56 istrazi-
vackih radova jedne generacije uéenika u dvije
skolske godine valja uoditi, jos uvijek, nedovolj-
nu samostalnost u¢enika u provedbi kvalitetnoga
istrazivackog postupka i oblikovanju pisanoga
istrazivackog rada. Tomu u prilog govore nalazi o
razini ostvarenosti ishoda vezanih za istrazivacke
radove, osobito u sferi ishoda koji se odnose na
samostalno prikupljanje, obradu, analizu i pri-
kazivanje relevantnih podataka te onih koji se
odnose na pravilno citiranje i navodenje popisa
literature i izvora. Nesto bolju ostvarenost imaju
ishodi vezani za oblikovanje istrazivackog pita-
nja i hipoteze te ishodi vezani za predstavljanje
rezultata istrazivackog rada. Utvrdeni napredak
u pisanju istrazivackih radova kod istih ucenika
ve¢ sljedeée godine upuéuje na vaznost vjezbe,
kontinuiteta provodenja ove nastavne prakse te
ucenja na vlastitim primjerima, ali i na potrebu
detaljnije razrade hodograma i uputa vezanih za
provedbu istrazivanja, osobito pri prvim susre-
tima ucenika s istrazivackim radom. Uz nuine
prilagodbe i intervencije u smjeru usavr$avanja
ove nastavne prakse u Hrvatskoj, jasno je da ona,
u okvirima strategije istrazivackog ucenja, vodi
u smjeru ostvarenja temeljnih obrazovnih cilje-
va vezanih uz spremnost ucenika na cjeloZivot-
no udenje te trajne i brze drustvene promjene,
kao i ostvarenju jednog od cetiriju ciljeva uéenja

i poudavanja Geografije koji glasi ,koristiti se

intrinsic motivation, which in the case of girls are
much better adapted to the school context and its
structure (SPINATH ET AL., 2010). In this light, we

can also interpret the results obtained.

CONCLUSION

One of the most important elements of the re-
cent educational reform in the Republic of Croa-
tia, which is guided by the trends of modern edu-
cational science, is that students do research work
during a large part of their formal education. In
this sense, the curriculum of the subject of geog-
raphy, along with biology, has moved primarily in
the direction of elaboration and implementation
of this teaching practice. Primary and grammar
school students in the Republic of Croatia are
required to produce at least four geographical re-
search papers in the period from year 5 at prima-
ry school to year 4 at grammar school. The first
years after the beginning of the frontal application
of the new curricula are an excellent opportunity
to review the success of the new teaching practice
and to identify major difficulties, both from the
perspective of students and teachers. There is little
work on inquiry learning in the regular classroom
and even less on research, so this work is pioneer-
ing for geographical practice, notwithstanding the
fact that it involves a relatively small sample and
a short follow-up period. In analysing the results
of examining a sample of 56 research papers from
one generation of students over two school years,
it can be seen that students are not yet sufficiently
independent in terms of conducting a high qual-
ity research process and designing a written re-
search paper. This is supported by the results on
the achievement of outcomes related to research,
particularly in the area of outcomes related to the
independent collection, processing, analysis and
presentation of relevant data and outcomes related
to the correct citation and indication of references
and sources. Outcomes related to formulating re-
search questions and hypotheses and the outcomes
related to presenting research findings are slight-
ly better. The progress noted in writing research
papers for the same students the following year
demonstrates the importance of practice, conti-

and teaching geography, which is ‘to use geograph-
ical knowledge, logical thinking, linguistic-com-
municative and social skills to reflect critically on
spatial problems in order to find creative and in-
novative solutions in everyday life and for lifelong
learning.” (Geografija, 2019, 7).
