stu. U ovom radu cilj je stoga razmotriti nadine kojima je ovaj koncept istrazi-
van u Republici Hrvatskoj te zakljucke koji se iz toga mogu izvuéi. Na temelju
pregleda relevantne literature u radu se osobito obraduju tri teme. Prvo, tumace
se nalazi istrazivanja koja su se bavila procjenjivanjem vaznosti koju gradani
Hrvatske pridaju razli¢itim razinama teritorijalnih pripadnosti. Tako se dobiva
uvid o privrzenosti stanovnika Hrvatske lokalnoj razini u odnosu na nacionalnu
i nadnacionalnu razinu. Iznose se rezultati istrazivanja koji upuc¢uju na razlicite
implikacije pripadnosti lokalnoj sredini u razli¢itim hrvatskim regijama kao i
istrazivanja koje upucuje na znacajan udio ispitanika koji iskazuju deangazira-
nu privrzenost kao oblik teritorijalnog identiteta. Drugo, razmatraju se razliciti
faktori za koje se pokazalo da utje¢u na iskazivanje privrzenosti mjestu. Pritom
se uocavaju odredene razlike izmedu emocionalne i funkcionalne privrzenosti
mjestu te se osobito tematizira koncept zavi¢ajnoga grada. Trece, raspravlja se
o odnosu izmedu migracija i privrzenosti mjestu te o konceptu viSestrukih pri-
padnosti. Navedene teme istrazivane su s jedne strane na populaciji mladih te
s druge strane na primjerima sekundarnog stanovanja. Na temelju iznesenih
nalaza donose se Cetiri zaklju¢ka prema kojima je u Hrvatskoj prisutna prili¢éna
izraZenost emocionalne privrzenosti mjestu, ali i da je emocionalna pripadnost
redovito pradena odredenim nezadovoljstvom stanjem u lokalnoj sredini ili bo-
jazni §to nosi buducnost. Takoder, postoje nalazi koji upucuju na manifestiranje
viSestrukih pripadnosti dok formirane tipologije privrzenosti mjestu i terito-
rijalnih identiteta upucuju na razli¢ite dosege i znalenja koja se pridaju kon-
ceptu na lokalnim razinama. Prikazani rezultati trebali bi znacajno pridonijeti
razumijevanju drustvenog i identitetskog znacaja mjesta, ali i omoguditi bolje
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sagledavanje dru$tvenih transformacija kroz koje je prosla Republika Hrvatska
u postkomunistickom razdoblju.

In recent decades, the concept of place attachment has attracted considerable at-
tention from scientists who deal with spatial transformations, with the thematic
focus on modernization, globalization, or transition. This paper, therefore, aims
to examine how this concept has been researched in the Republic of Croatia and
what conclusions can be drawn from it. Based on the review of relevant literature,
the paper deals with three topics in particular. Firstly, the findings of research that
assessed the importance that Croatian citizens attach to different levels of terri-
torial belonging are interpreted. This way, an insight is gained into the Croatian
citizens’ commitment to the local level compared to the national and suprana-
tional level. The results of a study that indicate different implications of belonging
to the local environment in different Croatian regions are presented, as well as of
research that shows there is a significant share of respondents who express disen-
gaged attachment as a form of territorial identity. Secondly, various factors that
have been proven to influence the expression of place attachment are considered.
At the same time, certain differences between emotional and functional place at-
tachment are found, and the concept of the hometown is discussed in detail.
Finally, the relationship between migration, place attachment and the concept of
multiple belongings is discussed. These topics were researched on the one hand,
on youth populations, and on the other hand, on the examples of second homes.
Based on the presented findings, four conclusions are made, according to which
emotional place attachment is considerably expressed in Croatia, but also that
emotional belonging is usually accompanied by a certain degree of dissatisfaction
with the local environment or fear of the future. Furthermore, some findings
indicate the manifestation of multiple belongings, while the formed typologies of
place attachment and territorial identities indicate different scopes and meanings
that are attached to the concept at the local level. It is believed that the presented
results significantly contribute to the understanding of the social and identity
significance of a place and also enable a better understanding of the social trans-
formations that the Republic of Croatia went through in the post-communist
period.

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UvOD

Globalizacijski pritisak na lokalne sociokulturne
obrasce u kombinaciji sa $irenjem informacijsko-
komunikacijske tehnologije i pomicanjem dobro-
ga dijela drustvenosti u virtualnu sferu doveo je
do toga da se posljednjih desetlje¢a u teorijskim
raspravama sve vie paznje posvecuje rasvjetljava-
nju uloge prostora u transformacijama drustva, pri
¢emu se raspravlja i o pojmovima teritorija i mjesta
(Sakaja, 2011.). Medu temama koje se otvaraju
problematiziranjem mjesta izdvajaju se one koje u
prvi plan stavljaju stavove i emocije putem kojih
ljudi iskazuju svoj odnos spram mjesta. Kako se taj
odnos uspostavlja kroz neprestanu ljudsku aktiv-
nost, razvijanje pripadnosti mjestu podrazumijeva
ne samo prilagodbu nego i odredenu razinu reflek-
sije o fizickom okoli$u u kojem se djeluje. Vaznost
ljudske involviranosti u fizicki okolis ili krajobraz
za razvoj nekog oblika privrzenosti mjestu nasla je
potvrdu u ¢esto navodenom istrazivanju Browna i
Raymonda (2007.). Na temelju prikupljenih em-
pirijskih uvida navedeni autori grade tezu da tek
aktivna participacija u krajobrazu, $to ukljucuje
promisljanje, osjeanje i djelovanje u i o njemu,
omogucuje pridavanje znacenja i vrednovanje toga
istog krajobraza, a onda i njegovu preobrazbu u
mjesto. Da percepcija okolisa i akumulirani sklop
znanja o njegovim pogodnostima ima udjela u ra-
zvoju odnosa prema mjestu slazu se i Butz i Eyles
(1997.). No njihovi uvidi govore da je ekoloska di-
menzija povezanosti s mjestom strukturalno uvje-
tovana te da nije svugdje jednako vazna. Navedene
studije jasno sugeriraju da je odnos na relaciji po-
jedinac — mjesto svojevrsna okosnica izgradivanja
teritorijalne dimenzije socijalnog identiteta, koja
osim sklonosti odredenom krajobrazu ukljucuje
niz drugih aspekata drustvenog zivota. Tako razvoj
emocionalnog odnosa prema odredenom mjestu
poticaj dobiva ne samo iz dojma o njegovoj ambi-
jentalnoj ugodnosti nego i iz dozivljaja specifi¢no-
sti lokalnog nacina Zivota, zatim svijesti o nataloze-
nim slojevima kulturne bastine, kao i iz svih onih
pozitivnih i negativnih iskustva koje sa sobom nosi
zivot u nekoj sredini.

INTRODUCTION

The pressure of globalization on local sociocul-
tural patterns, combined with the spreading of In-
formation and Communications Technology and
the fact that a great part of social life now happens
in the virtual sphere, has provoked many theoret-
ical discussions in recent decades focusing on the
role of space in societal transformations while pay-
ing attention to the concepts of territory and place
as well (Sakaja, 2011). The most significant topics
introduced by the theorizing of place are those that
emphasize attitudes and emotions people use to
show their relationship with a place. Since that re-
lationship is formed through constant human ac-
tivity, the development of belonging comprises not
only the adaptation to the place but also a certain
level of reflection on the physical environment. The
importance of human involvement in the physical
environment or landscape for the development of
some form of place attachment was corroborated
by the often-quoted research by Brown and Ray-
mond (2007). Based on the collected empirical
proofs, the aforementioned authors set a thesis that
active involvement in landscape forming, includ-
ing thinking about it, feeling it, as well as acting in
it and in connection with it, makes it possible to
give that landscape meaning and value, and finally
transform it into a place. Butz and Eyles (1997)
also agree that the perception of the environment
and the accumulated knowledge about its benefits
influence the relationship with a place. However,
their insights show that the ecological dimension
of place attachment is structurally conditioned and
that it is not equally important everywhere. Those
situations suggest that the relationship between an
individual and a place is a sort of a foundation for
building the territorial dimension of social iden-
tity, which, besides the preference towards a cer-
tain landscape, includes numerous other aspects of
social life. So, the development of an emotional
relationship with a place is not dependent only on
the impression of its amenities, but also on the per-
ception of the specificities of the local way of life,
the awareness of cultural heritage layers, and all
positive and negative experiences of life in a certain
environment. Tuan (1974) also suggests that ele-
ments like memories and pride, together with the

prisutan je i kod Proshanskyja i suradnika (1983.)
koji mjesni identitet definiraju kao ,potpuri sjeca-

No, iako medu autorima prevladava konsenzus
da je za emocije, a onda i za odnos koji pojedinac
razvija spram odredenog mjesta vazan dozivljaj ne
samo njegove fizicke nego i socijalne komponen-
te, dosta je nesuglasja oko koncepata koristenih za
razumijevanje tog procesa. Naime, pojmovi poput
privrzenosti mjestu te mjesni identitet, dva éesto
spominjana termina u opisivanju odnosa koji se
uspostavlja na relaciji pojedinac — mjesto, koriste
se ovisno o situaciji kao sinonimi, gdjegod kao
dvije dimenzije unutar $irega koncepta, ili pak kao
jedan drugom subordinirani pojam. Tako, primje-
rice, Williams i Vaske (2003.) mjesni identitet vide
kao jednu od dviju komponenata privrzenosti mje-
stu. U njihovu pristupu mjesni identitet obuhvaca
emocionalnu povezanost i simbolicku vaznost koju
odredeni prostor ima za smisao necijeg zivota dok
druga komponenta, uvjetovanost mjestom, odra-
zava funkcionalnu povezanost, odnosno usklade-
nost zivotnih uvjeta nekog prostora sa Zivotnim
zeljama i potrebama pojedinca.

S druge strane, Hernandez i suradnici (2007.)
propitujuéi odnos privrzenosti mjestu i mjesnog
identiteta na primjeru stanovnika jedne oto¢ne za-
jednice u Spanjolskoj, privrzenost mjestu definira-
ju kao afektivnu vezu sa sredinom u kojoj se poje-
dinac osje¢a ugodno i sigurno dok mjesni identitet
obuhvac¢a osjecaj pripadnosti odredenoj sredini.
Rezultati njihove studije otkrivaju da ta dva kon-
strukta, ovisno o okolnostima, mogu biti ili ¢vrsto
medusobno prozeta ili pak predstavljati razlicite
na¢ine na koje pojedinac definira sebe u odnosu
na odredeno mjesto. Netko tako moze imati snaz-
nu privrzenost mjestu i zelju za ostankom, ali se
istovremeno ne identificira s tim istim mjestom.
Jasno, vrijedi i obrnuto. Netko moze osjeéati pri-
padnost odredenom mijestu, ali ne i Zelju tamo Zi-
vjeti. Rezultati njihova istrazivanja jasno upuéuju
na to da je naznacena diferencijacija prisutna u na-
¢inu na koji osjecaje prema svojoj zivotnoj sredini
razvijaju s jedne strane doseljenici te s druge strane

stanovni$tvo koje tamo Zivi od rodenja.
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aesthetic impression, influence the development of
a relationship with a place, and he does so by intro-
ducing the term topophilia in his understanding of
the relationship between an individual and a place.
Proshansky et al. (1983) perceive the concept of
place similarly and define place identity as a ‘pot-
pourri of memories, conceptions, interpretations,
ideas, and related feelings about specific physical
settings’ (PROSHANSKY ET AL., 1983, 60).
However, even though different authors agree
that both physical and social components influ-
ence emotions and the relationship of an individ-
ual with a place, their opinions about the concepts
used to understand the process differ. Namely,
the terms ‘place attachment’ and ‘place identity’,
which are commonly used to describe the relation-
ship between an individual and a place, sometimes
are synonymous, sometimes represent two dimen-
sions of a wider concept, and sometimes one is
subordinate to the other. For example, Williams
and Vaske (2003) see place identity as one out of
two components of place attachment. In their ap-
proach, place identity comprises emotional attach-
ment and symbolic importance that a certain space
has in a person’s life, while the other component,
place dependence, reflects functional attachment,
i.e. the conformity of conditions in a certain set-
ting with specific goals or needs of an individual.
On the other hand, Hernandez et al. (2007)
question the relation of place attachment and
place identity in an island community in Spain
and see place attachment as an affective bond that
an individual has with a place where they feel com-
fortable and secure, while place identity refers to
the feeling of belonging to a specific community.
The results of their study revealed that those two
constructs, depending on the circumstances, can
be tightly intertwined or represent different ways
in which individuals define themselves in terms of
belonging to a certain place. So, someone can have
a strong sense of place attachment and a desire to
stay in that place, without the feeling of place iden-
tity. And vice versa, of course. Someone can have
a feeling of belonging to a certain place without
any desire to continue living there. The results of
their research clearly show that there is a consider-
able difference in the way newcomers develop their

feelings towards their environment in comparison
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U nesto drugaciji odnos privrzenost i pripadnost
mjestu stavlja Shamai (1991.) pokusavajudi Sire
zahvatiti slozenost dinamike odnosa pojedinac —
mjesto, odnosno nacina na koji je osoba povezana
s mjestom i istovremeno oblikovana njime. U tu se
svrhu oslanja na koncept osje¢aja mjesta kojim su
obuhvaceni osjecaji, stavovi i ponasanja kroz koje
se prati razvoj odnosa prema mjestu. To je proces
od triju glavnih faza u kojima pripadnost mjestu,
u vidu razvijenog osjecaja zajednistva te svijesti o
zajednickoj sudbini, prethodi privrzenosti mjestu,
koje onda predstavlja visi oblik poistovjecenja s
mjestom pri ¢emu ono i dobiva veée znacenje u
svakodnevnom Zivotu pojedinaca, ali i zajednice u
cjelini.

Naznac¢ena konceptualna fluidnost prisutna je i
u domacoj prilicno bogatoj istrazivackoj tradici-
ji. Naime, pokazalo se da su drustvene i prostor-
ne transformacije iz postkomunisti¢kog razdoblja
utjecale na to da su teme privrzenosti mjestu te
teritorijalnih pripadnosti privlacili i znacajnu pa-
znju znanstvenika u Republici Hrvatskoj. Proces
uspostave samostalne drzave bio je praden ratom
koji se vodio za teritorij, a od njezina nastanka u
Hrvatskoj su se paralelno vodile rasprave kako o
pripadnosti Europskoj uniji kao nadnacionalnoj
tvorevini tako i o regionalnim posebnostima po-
jedinih krajeva (Banovac, 2004a). Kroz ove teme
otvorila su se i poticajna pitanja o tome kako se
konceptima tradicije, modernizacije, modernosti i
postmodernisti mogu protumaciti transformacije
u kojima se prozimaju drustveni procesi i prostor-
ne transformacije.

U ovom radu razmatra se stoga kako se pristupa-
lo istrazivanju privrzenosti mjestu u Republici Hr-
vatskoj pri cemu je osobita paznja posvedena trima
pitanjima. Prvo, razmatra se odnos privrzenosti
mjestu i drugih oblika teritorijalnih pripadnosti.
Naime, u ovom radu zastupa se stav da je koncept
privrzenosti mjestu najbolje precizno koristiti za
odredenje lokalnih pripadnosti i to pripadnosti
susjedstvu i pripadnosti naselju. Ove pripadnosti,
dakako, valja dovesti u vezu s time kakav je stav
ljudi prema drugim oblicima teritorijalnih pripad-
nosti kao $to su pripadnost regiji, naciji i nadna-
cionalnim tvorevinama kao sto je Europska unija.
Naime, intenziviranje globalizacijskih procesa po-

taknuli su rasprave o tome u kojoj mjeri su ljudima

with the natives, living there since birth.

Shamai (1991) defines the relationship between
place attachment and belonging differently, trying
to cover the complex dynamic of the relationship
between people and places, the way a person is
connected to a place and shaped by it, in a more
detailed way. He uses the concept of the sense of
place, covering feelings, attitudes, and behaviours
showing the development of a relationship with
the place. It is a process with three main phases,
where belonging to a place, with a feeling of to-
getherness and common destiny, precedes attach-
ment to a place, which involves a higher level of
emotional attachment, giving meaning to a place,
making it the centre of everyday life of an individ-
ual and the community.

The conceptual fluidity also exists in the rich
local research tradition. Specifically, it has been
shown that social and spatial transformations of
the post-communist era provoked the increasing
interest in the topics of place attachment and ter-
ritorial belonging in the Republic of Croatia. To
become an independent country, Croatia went
through a war for its territory, and ever since Croa-
tia has become independent, two discussions were
led in parallel: a discussion about joining the Eu-
ropean Union as a supranational union and about
regional specificities of certain areas (Banovac,
2004a). Those topics opened up motivating ques-
tions about how transformations of social process-
es and spatial transformations can be interpreted
using the concepts of tradition, modernization,
modernity, and post-modernity.

This paper considers the ways place attachment
research was approached in the Republic of Cro-
atia, paying special attention to three questions.
Firstly, it will deal with the relationship of place
attachment and other forms of territorial belong-
ing. In this paper, we take a stand that the concept
of place attachment should best be used to define
local belonging with precision, specifically, belong-
ing to a neighbourhood and a settlement. Those
types of belonging should, of course, be linked to
the attitude of people towards other types of terri-
torial belonging, such as belonging to a region, a
nation, and supranational unions, such as the Eu-
ropean Union. Namely, intensifying globalization
processes inspired discussions about the degree to
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vazne razlicite teritorijalne pripadnosti, odnosno
kako globalizacija utje¢e na lokalne identitete. Pa-
ralelno s idejom deteritorijalizacije raspravlja se i o
procesima koji sugeriraju reafirmaciju teritorijalne
identifikacije (Banovac, 1997.), odnosno razli¢i-
tim oblicima reteritorijalizacije pri ¢emu se poku-
Sava detektirati razlikuju li se suvremeni oblici ve-
zanosti za lokalnu sredinu od onih tradicionalnih
(STrRASSOLDO, 2005.).

Drugo, izneseni su rezultati niza radova koji su
se bavili pitanjima u kojoj mjeri je privrzenost mje-
stu prisutna kod gradana Republike Hrvatske ili
pojedinih hrvatskih regija i Zupanija. Razmatra se
o tome $to utjece na privrzenost mjestu te o kon-
ceptima zavi¢ajnoga grada i nove zavicajnosti.

Trece, analizira se pojava visestrukih pripadnosti
te odnosa izmedu pripadnosti mjestu i sklonosti
migracijama. U tom kontekstu razmatra se pitanje
sekundarnog stanovanja kao vrlo plodnog podru¢-
ja istrazivanja u Republici Hrvatskoj.

TERITORIJALNA PRIPADNOST OD
EUROPSKE UNIJE PREKO NACIJE 1
REGIJA DO LOKALNE RAZINE

Ulazak Republike Hrvatske u Europsku uniju
2013. godine bio je znacajan politicki dogadaj koji
je istovremeno uzrokovao niz promjena u drustve-
nom zivotu. Ova nadnacionalna tvorevina osim
Sto je izraz politicke volje sadrzi u sebi i niz dru-
gih elemenata koji se izvode iz ideje Europe kao
geografske, kulturne ili povijesne tvorevine. Stoga
ona predstavlja i vaznu temu istrazivanja samoi-
dentifikacije pojedinaca s Europom, kroz koju se
iskazuje svijest o pripadnosti europskom identi-
tetu (Kovac, 2015.). Jedan od nacina istrazivanja
te problematike je i istrazivanjem teritorijalne pri-
padnosti pri ¢emu se od ispitanika trazi da odredi
razinu vlastite pripadnosti Europskoj uniji, ali i na-
cionalnoj drzavi te mjestu stanovanja, dakle gradu
ili selu. Niz tako provedenih istrazivanja pokazao
je da je svijest o pripadnosti Europskoj uniji ra-
zvijena kod odredenog broja gradana Europe, ali
da je znatno veéem broju ispitanika vaznija pri-
padnost nacionalnoj drzavi, ali i lokalnoj sredini
(Laczko, 2005.; GusTarsoN, 2009.). Primjerice,
rezultati istrazivanja Eurobarometar 82 pokazali su
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which people consider different types of territorial
belonging, i.e. how globalization influences place
identity. Discussions were led about the idea of
deterritorialization, and at the same time, about
processes suggesting the reaffirmation of territorial
identification (Banovac, 1997), i.e. about differ-
ent forms of reterritorialization, where the objec-
tive was to find out if contemporary forms of place
attachment are different from the traditional ones
(STrRASSOLDO, 2005).

Secondly, we will present the results of a series
of studies dealing with the issue of degree of place
attachment of the citizens of Croatia or certain
Croatian regions and counties. In addition, we
will consider some responses about what influ-
ences place attachment and pay special attention
to the concepts of hometowns and new sense of
homeplace.

Finally, the third part of the paper will analyse
the existence of multiple belongings and the rela-
tionship between place belonging and migration
tendencies. In that context, we will consider the
issue of second homes as a fruitful research domain

in the Republic of Croatian.

TERRITORIAL BELONGING: FROM
THE EUROPEAN UNION, NATION,
REGION TO THE LOCAL LEVEL

Croatia joining the European Union in 2013
was a significant political event, which caused nu-
merous changes in social life. Additionally, joining
a supranational union, apart from showing polit-
ical will, implied several other elements based on
the idea of Europe as a geographical, cultural, or
historical construct. It is thus an important topic
in the research of self-identification of individuals
with Europe, demonstrating a sense of belonging
to the European identity (Kovac, 2015). One of
the ways to research those issues is by investigating
territorial belonging, where individuals have to de-
fine the level of their own belonging to the Euro-
pean Union, but also to their country and place of
living, a city/town or a village. Numerous studies
conducted in that way showed that the sense of
belonging to the European Union was developed

in a certain number of citizens, but a much larg-
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da se 2014. godine 45 % ispitanika smatralo dosta
ili jako privrzeno Europskoj uniji, 91 % gradana
osjecalo se dosta ili jako privrzen svojoj drzavi, a
njih 89 % svojem selu ili gradu (Kovac, 2015.).

Rezultati razlicitih istrazivanja pokazuju da je
slican obrazac, prema kojem u znatno vecoj mjeri
prisutna lokalna i nacionalna identifikacija u od-
nosu na nadnacionalnu, prisutan i u Republici Hr-
vatskoj. U tom kontekstu relevantno je istrazivanje
koje su proveli Cifri¢ i Nikodem (2006.) u kojem
je pritom i pozicioniranje privrzenosti mjestu u
okviru teritorijalnog identiteta postavljeno na vrlo
poticajan nadin. Autori su, naime, u istrazivanju
identiteta gradana Hrvatske razlikovali ¢etiri kon-
ceptualne dimenzije i to socijalnu, teritorijalnu,
kulturnu i obiteljsko rodnu. Kao sastavnice terito-
rijalne dimenzije istrazivali su vaznost koju gradani
pridaju susjedstvu, kvartu, naselju (selu ili gradu),
kraju ili regiji u kojoj ispitanik Zivi, Hrvatskoj i
Europi. Osim toga, istrazivanje koje su proveli ovi
autori ukljudilo je gradane iz cijele Hrvatske pa
stoga predstavlja nezaobilazno mjesto za tumade-
nje ove problematike u hrvatskom nacionalnom
okviru. Pokazalo se da je osje¢aj pripadnosti mje-
stu bio vazan ili izrazito vazan za 72,6 % ispitanih,
uz iznos aritmeticke sredine 3,8. Stoga je privrie-
nost mjestu bila medu gradanima Hrvatske nesto
izraZenija u odnosu na privrzenost kvartu (vazna ili
izrazito vazna za 49,3 % ispitanih), privrzenost su-
sjedstvu (57,8 %) te vaznosti toga da su Europljani
(50,9 %). Istovremeno je nesto veéi broj ispitanika
iskazao da im je vazna ili izrazito vazna pripadnost
Hrvatskoj (82,5 %) te privrzenost kraju (regiji) u
kojoj Zive (84,1 %). Vaino je spomenuti i to da su
na privrzenost mjestu utjecala i neka sociodemo-
grafska obiljezja ispitanika pa je ona bila vaznija
zenama, osobama rodenim prije 1938. godine, is-
pitanicima sa zavr$enom osnovnom $kolom, ispi-
tanicima iz Istre te onima te iz naselja manjih od
10 000 stanovnika.

Povezano$¢u gradana Hrvatske s razlicitim razi-
nama teritorijalne pripadnosti bavili su se i Sekuli¢
i Sporer (2008.), pri ¢emu je ove autore zanima-
la ponajprije povezanost ovih pripadnosti s ideo-
loskim pozicioniranjem gradana. U istrazivanju
provedenom 2004. godine nastojali su utvrditi u
kojoj mjeri gradani Hrvatske iskazuju privrzenost
spram Sest teritorijalno-politickih razina, pri ¢emu

er number of respondents find belonging to their
country and local community much more impor-
tant (Laczko, 2005; GusTaEsON, 2009). For ex-
ample, the results of Eurobarometer 82 research
showed that 45% of respondents in 2014 felt fairly
or very attached to the European Union, 91% felt
fairly or very attached to their country, and 89% to
their village or city/town (Kovac, 2015).

The results of different studies show a similar
pattern, according to which local and national
identification in the Republic of Croatia is much
stronger than supranational identification. In
that context, it is important to mention a study
by Cifri¢ and Nikodem (2006), which explains
place attachment as a part of territorial identity
in a stimulating way. Namely, the authors differed
four conceptual dimensions when investigating
the identity of Croatian citizens: social, territorial,
cultural, and family-native. They investigated the
importance of neighbourhood, city block, settle-
ment (village or city/town), area, or region where
a respondent lives, Croatia, and Europe, as com-
ponents of the territorial dimension. Additionally,
their research was conducted among the citizens
from all Croatian regions, so it is indispensable for
the interpretation of this issue in Croatia. It was
shown that the sense of belonging to a place was
important or very important to 72.6% of respond-
ents, with an arithmetic mean of 3.8. The citizens
of Croatia expressed higher place attachment than
city block attachment (important or exceptionally
important for 49.3% of respondents), neighbour-
hood attachment (57.8%), and the importance of
being European (50.9%). At the same time, a large
number of respondents answered that the sense
of belonging to Croatia (82.5%) and the sense of
belonging to their region (84.1%) were impor-
tant or very important. It is important to mention
that place attachment was influenced by some so-
cio-demographic characteristics of respondents: it
was more important to women, people born be-
fore 1938, respondents who had only elementary
education, respondents from Istria, and those from
settlements with less than 10,000 citizens.

The attachment of the citizens of Croatia to dif-
ferent levels of territorial belonging was a topic of
Sekuli¢ and Sporer’s research (2008), in which they
were most interested in the sense of belonging in
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su osim nacionalne razine u razmatranje uzete jos
tri subnacionalne dimenzije (privrzenost naselju,
privrzenost zupaniji i privrzenost regiji) te dvije
nadnacionalne dimenzije (privrzenost Europi i
privrzenost Jugoisto¢noj Europi). I ovo istraziva-
nje potvrdilo je hipotezu prema kojoj je nacio-
nalna identifikacija izraZenija od nadnacionalnih.
Naime, najvedi broj ispitanika izrazio je na skali od
1 do 4 da osjeca bliskost ili veliku bliskost prema
Hrvatskoj (92 %) te prema selu ili gradu 90,9 %,
dok je najmaniji broj ispitanih odgovorio da osje¢a
bliskost ili veliku bliskost prema Europi (52,4 %)
te Jugoisto¢noj Europi (36,5 %). Autori su istra-
zivali i postoje li odredene kontradikcije izmedu
privrzenosti Hrvatskoj i privrzenosti Europskoj
uniji $to bi znacilo da one ne mogu biti smatra-
ne samo fazama u $irenju identifikacijskih razina.
Autori su pritom pretpostavili da je identifikacija s
Hrvatskom povezana s konzervativnom i naciona-
listickom orijentacijom dok je identifikacija s Eu-
ropom izraz kozmopolitsko-gradanske orijentacije.
Rezultati medusobnih korelacija izmedu Sest iden-
tifikacijskih razina naizgled su u skladu s obzirom
na to da postoji pozitivna i tek s jednom iznim-
kom statisti¢ki znacajna povezanost medu njima.
Medutim, provedbom faktorske analize pokazuje
se da se jasno izdvajaju dva faktora pri ¢emu prvi
faktor obuhvaca bliskost prema nacionalnom i
subnacionalnim razinama dok drugi faktor formi-
raju privrzenost Europi i privrzenosti Jugoistocnoj
Europi. Prema autorima, to znaci da ,Sest indika-
tora razli¢itih privrzenosti reflektiraju dvije temelj-
ne privrzenosti koje im stoje u podlozi“ (SexuLIC,
SpoRER, 2008., 13). Pokazalo se takoder da ispi-
tanici skloniji izrazavanju veée razine privrzenosti
nacionalnom i subnacionalnim razinama imaju
vise rezultate na skali nacionalizma i ponosa $to su
Hrvati. Takoder, dob se pokazala znacajnim pre-
diktorom nacionalne i subnacionalne privrzenosti
s obzirom na to da su stariji ispitanici iskazivali
ve¢u sklonost od mladih ispitanika. Jedini predik-
tor koji je znacajno utjecao na privrzenost Europi
je religioznost pri ¢emu su manje religiozne osobe
bile sklonije iskazati privrzenost Europi. Vaznost
ovoga istrazivanja je dakle u tome $to upucuje na
odredene povezanosti izmedu ideoloskih pozicio-
niranja ispitanika i iskazivanja privrzenosti razlici-

tim teritorijalnim razinama.
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relationship with ideological attitudes of citizens.
In a study conducted in 2004, they tried to discov-
er to which degree the citizens of Croatia showed
attachment to six territorial-political levels, where,
besides the national level, three subnational di-
mensions (settlement, county, and region attach-
ment) and two supranational dimensions (Europe
and Southeast Europe attachment) were taken into
account. That research also confirmed the hypoth-
esis according to which national identification was
more pronounced than supranational identifica-
tion. Specifically, on a 4-point scale, most of the
respondents marked they felt close or very close to
Croatia (92%) and village, town or city (90.9%),
and least of the respondents marked they felt close
or very close to Europe (52.4%) and Southeast
Europe (36.5%). But the authors also investigat-
ed if there were certain contradictions between
the attachment to Croatia and attachment to the
European Union, meaning that they cannot be
considered only phases in the spreading of identi-
fication levels. The authors assumed that identifi-
cation with Croatia was linked to conservative and
nationalistic orientation, while identification with
Europe was an expression of cosmopolitan-civic
orientation. The results of correlations between six
identification levels look consistent because there
is a positive and statistically significant correlation
among them, with only one exception. However,
factor analysis showed that two factors can be sin-
gled out. The first factor relates to the closeness
to the national and subnational levels, while the
second one comprises the attachment to Europe
and Southeast Europe. The authors believe that
“six indicators of different attachments reflect two
underlying ‘basic’ attachments” (SEKULIC, SPORER,
2008, 13). It was also shown that respondents who
express a higher level of attachment to national
and subnational levels have higher results on the
scale of nationalism and the pride of being a Croat.
Moreover, age proved to be an important predictor
for national and subnational attachment as older
respondents showed a higher level of attachment
than younger respondents. The only predictor sig-
nificantly influencing the attachment to Europe
was religiousness, where less religious people were
more prone to show attachment to Europe. This
research is important because it pointed to certain
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Ono $to se, medutim, namece kao pitanje je pri-
daju li svi isto znadenje privrzenosti mjestu, odno-
sno mogu li se detektirati razli¢iti tipovi privrze-
nosti lokalnoj sredini. Pogledajmo stoga jos neke
nalaze istrazivanja iz Hrvatske koja su postavljala
pitanja o razlikama u vrednovanju i znacenju razli-
¢itih razina teritorijalnih pripadnosti. B. Banovac
(2004a, 2004b) je na temelju istrazivanja prove-
denih u Istri, ali i drugim podru¢jima koja je de-
finirao kao ,periferije” nastojao utvrditi odredene
razlike u teritorijalnom identificiranju te istovre-
meno razlikovati tipove lokalizama. U tome se
autor teorijski naslanjao na poticajna razlikovanja
izmedu starog lokalizma i novog lokalizma o ko-
jem se dosta raspravljalo 90-ih godina dvadesetog
stoljeca (MLINAR, 1995.; STrassoLpo, 2005.).
Pritom je cilj bio utvrditi u kojoj mjeri je u Istri
oblikovan novi lokalizam te postoje li razlike iz-
medu lokalizama iskazanih u Istri, Lici i Gorskom
kotaru (Banovac, 2004b). Istrazivanje provedeno
krajem 2003. i poc¢etkom 2004. godine pokazalo je
da je lokalna razina identificiranja sa selom/kvar-
tom, gradom/opéinom te regijom prili¢no izrazena
u sve tri regije. Ipak, utvrdene su razlike u nekim
drugim vaznim znacajkama politickog i drustve-
nog zivota iz ¢ega se izveo zakljucak i o razli¢itim
konzekvencama teritorijalnih privrzenosti. Osobi-
to su istaknute razlike zabiljezene izmedu gradana
Istre i stanovnika Like i to kako u pogledu ocjene
meduetnickih odnosa, tako i u pogledu zahtjeva
za decentralizacijom. Autor na temelju toga za-
klju¢uje da: ,U Istri kao gospodarski najrazvijeni-
joj periferiji prostorna identifikacija na razini nizoj
od razine zemlje transponirana je u politicki oblik
mobilizacije u obliku regionalizma. U slucaju Like
to se nije dogodilo, ve¢ je pripadnost prostoru ra-
zine nize od razine zemlje, ostala na razini zavi-
¢ajnosti, bez ve¢ih teznji k decentralizaciji mo¢i®
(Banovac, 2004b, 111).

Bududi da se pokazalo kako je fenomen privrze-
nosti mjestu vrlo kompleksan te se ne manifestira
svugdje na isti nacin, pojavila su se i nastojanja da
se unutar istoga istrazivanog podruéja razlikuju
razliéiti tipovi privrzenosti mjestu i teritorijalnih
identiteta uopce. Tako se pod utjecajem radova
M. Lewicke u radu ,Privrzenost mjestu i migra-
cijske aspiracije stanovnika Vukovarsko-srijemske

zupanije“ nastojalo utvrditi postojanje i sadrzaj

correlations between the ideological orientation of
the respondents and their attachment to certain
territorial levels.

However, it opened up a question of whether
everyone gives the same meaning to place attach-
ment, i.e. whether different types of local commu-
nity attachment can be detected. For that reason,
we will discuss findings of other research in Cro-
atia that investigated the differences in valuing
and giving meaning to different levels of territo-
rial belonging. B. Banovac (2004a, 2004b) tried
to establish differences in territorial identification
based on research conducted in Istria and other ar-
eas, defined as ‘peripheral,’ and at the same time,
distinguish the types of localism. The author used
theories about the differences between old and
new localism, exhaustively discussed in the 1990s
(MLINAR, 1995; STRASSOLDO, 2005). His objective
was to determine the degree to which new local-
ism was formed in Istria and whether there are
differences between localism expressed in Istria,
Lika, and Gorski Kotar (Banovac, 2004b). The
research was conducted at the end of 2003 and the
beginning of 2004, and it showed that the local
level of identification with a village/neighbour-
hood, city/town, and region was pronounced in
all three regions. However, differences were found
in some other important characteristics of political
and social life, which led to the conclusion about
different consequences of territorial attachment.
Significant differences were noticed between the
population of Istria and the population of Lika,
in the evaluation of inter-ethnic relations as well
as in the desire for decentralization. Based on that,
the author concludes that: ‘In Istria, as a periphery
with the strongest economy, the spatial identifica-
tion on the level lower than the level of identifi-
cation with the country is transposed in a form of
political mobility on a regional basis. In the case
of Lika, that has not happened, instead, the spa-
tial belonging on the level lower than the level of
the country remained on the level of the sense of
homeplace, without tendencies towards decentral-
ization of power’ (Banovac, 2004b, 111).

Since it was shown that the phenomenon of place
attachment was very complex and was not mani-
fested in the same way everywhere, there were some

efforts to differ types of place attachment and ter-
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razli¢itih teritorijalnih identiteta (LEwicka, 2011.;
ZANI¢ 1 DR., 2022a). Teritorijalni identitet pritom
je zamiljen kao pozicioniranje spram migracij-
skih aspiracija te razlicitih teritorijalnih pripad-
nosti koje su ukljudivale identitetsko-znacenjsku
i angaziranu privrzenost mjestu kao i privrzenost
Republici Hrvatskoj i Europskoj uniji. Rezultati
su pokazali da se razlikuju ¢etiri klastera od kojih
je najveci broj ispitanika, njih 37,2 %, obuhvaéao
klaster nazvan deangaZirana zavicajnosti. Ispitani-
ke obuhvadene ovim klasterom karakteriziralo je
pridavanje vaznosti pripadnosti Republici Hrvat-
skoj te znadenjsko-identitetskoj privrzenosti mje-
stu, ali i nisko vrednovanje angazirane pripadnosti
mjestu te pripadnosti Europskoj uniji. Ovaj nalaz
upuduje na oprez pri zakljucivanju da privrzenost
mjestu ujedno pretpostavlja i sklonost stanovnika
da ulazu vlastita sredstva i vrijeme u dobrobit mje-
sta. Povezanost s lokalnom sredinom moze dakle
postojati paralelno s izostankom Zelje za drustve-
nim angazmanom.

Klaster nazvan otvorena zavi¢ajnost obuhvacao
je otprilike ¢etvrtinu ispitanika koji su visoko vred-
novali sve istrazivane pripadnosti, dakle i lokalu i
nacionalnu, ali i pripadnost Europskoj uniji, uz
istovremeno neiskazivanje sklonosti migriranju.

Za razliku od toga klaster lokalna zavicajnost
odnosio se na ispitanike koji su visoko vrednovali
i znacenjsko-identitetsku i angaziranu privrzenost
mjestu, ali nisu pokazivali posebnu vezanost ni za
Republiku Hrvatsku ni za Europsku uniju. Ni ovi
ispitanici nisu pritom pokazivali sklonost migrira-
nju. Nasuprot tome, ispitanici koji su pokazivali
migracijske aspiracije koncentrirani su u klasteru
deteritorijaliranost koji je obuhvacao 14,7 % is-
pitanih. Osim sklonosti migriranju ovi ispitanici
nisu iskazivali privrzenost nijednoj od istrazivanih
teritorijalnih pripadnosti. Zanimljivo je pritom da
se u ovom slucaju radilo o osobama koji su svoj
materijalni poloZaj ocjenjivali lo$ijim od prosjeka
te da paralelno s migracijskim aspiracijama nisu
iskazivali osobitu privrzenost Europskoj uniji pa se
ovaj klaster dodatno nazvao i deprivirana deterito-
rijalnost.

Rasprave o vrstama lokalnosti te vrstama terito-
rijalnih identiteta pokazale su vaznost uzimanja u
obzir odnos privrzenosti mjestu i lokalnoj sredini s

drugim pokazateljima drustvenog Zivota na nekom
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ritorial identity in general within the same investi-
gated area. For example, under the influence of M.
Lewicka, the paper ‘Place Attachment and Migra-
tion Aspirations of the Population of Vukovar-Sri-
jem County’ tried to determine if different territo-
rial identities exist and what they entail (LEwIicka,
2011; ZANIC ET AL., 2022a). Territorial identity was
construed as a positioning towards migration aspira-
tions and different territorial belongings, including
meaning-identity and engaged place attachment,
as well as the attachment to the Republic of Cro-
atia and the European Union. The results showed
that there are four clusters, the largest of which is
the cluster of disengaged sense of homeplace, with
37.2% of respondents. The respondents in this
cluster were characterized by valuing belonging to
the Republic of Croatia and meaning-identity place
attachment, but also a low level of value attached
to engaged place attachment and attachment to the
European Union. This finding shows a need for cau-
tion in concluding that place attachment also means
that the citizens want to invest their means and time
to improve conditions in a place. Closeness with the
local community can exist even if a person shows no
interest in social engagement.

The cluster labelled ‘open sense of homeplace’
comprised approximately a quarter of respondents,
who highly valued all investigated types of belong-
ing, local and national, but also belonging to the
European Union, and did not have a tendency to
migrate.

On the other hand, the cluster ‘local sense of
homeplace’ comprised respondents who highly
valued meaning-identity and engaged place attach-
ment, but did not show a special connection to the
Republic of Croatia or the European Union. They
did not have a tendency to migrate either. Unlike
them, the respondents showing migration tenden-
cies belonged to the cluster of deterritorialization,
with 14.7% of the respondents. Those respond-
ents expressed only migration tendencies, without
any of the investigated types of territorial attach-
ment. It is interesting that in this case, people rat-
ed their financial position lower than average, and,
although they had migration tendencies, they did
not show noticeable attachment to the European
Union, so this cluster was also called ‘deprived de-

territorialization’.

PRIVRZENOST MJESTU -
PROTURJECJA I TUMACEN]JA
ISTRAZIVANOG FENOMENA

Privrzenost mjestu shva¢enom kao lokalnom po-
drudju, dakle kao susjedstvu, selu ili gradu pred-
stavljalo je znacajnu temu u hrvatskoj znanstvenoj
zajednici. Navedeno istrazivanje Cifri¢a i Nikode-
ma (2006.) pokazalo je da je na razini Republike
Hrvatske bio izrazen fenomen privrzenosti lokal-
noj sredini, a takve rezultate biljezio je i niz istra-
zivanja koja su se provodila na gradskim ili regi-
onalnim razinama. Istovremeno je niz istrazivanja
pokazivao odredeni obrazac prema kojem postoji
emocionalna privrzenost mjestu usprkos nezado-
voljstvu s nekim nedostacima koji umanjuju kvali-
tetu Zivota na istrazivanom teritoriju.

Tako je primjerice istrazivanje provedeno 2000.
godine pokazalo da je ,privrienost Zagrepcana
svom gradu® obiljezje koje je prema najve¢em bro-
ju ispitanih ono koje je karakteristicno za nacin
zivota u Zagrebu (Rogi¢ 1 pr., 2004.). S tom se
tvrdnjom tada slozilo ¢ak 90 % ispitanih. To je,
prema Rogi¢u i suradnicama, bio dokaz da se afir-
mirala ,vrijednost zavi¢ajnog pripadanja gradana
(‘svom’) gradu® (RoGI¢ 1 DR., 2004., 14). Istovre-
meno 86,6 % ispitanih odgovorilo je da sebe u
Zagrebu dozivljava domadim dok je samo 6,8 %
ispitanih ocijenilo sebe dogljakom, a preostalih 6,5
% nije moglo procijeniti. To je bio zanimljiv nalaz
s obzirom na ¢injenicu da je od ukupnog broja is-
pitnih njih 49,6 % bilo rodeno u Zagrebu, a neg-
dje drugdje njih 50,4 %. To znaci da je i velik broj
onih koji su se doselili u grad poceo sebe smatrati
domadim ¢ime se pokazala odredena kvaliteta gra-
da da identitetski veze za sebe i one koji u njemu
nisu rodeni. Zanimljivo se stoga osvrnuti i na neke
druge nalaze iz istog istrazivanja jer kontekstuali-

ziraju ovu Siroko prihva¢enu privrienost mjestu

The discussions about different types of local-
ity and types of territorial identities showed how
important it was to consider the relationship be-
tween place and local community attachment with
other indicators of social life in an area and dif-
ferent levels of territorial belonging. However, it
was also shown that the research in the Republic of
Croatia tried to include the phenomenon of place
attachment in other ways, too, and to explain why
it exists. In that context, it is especially interesting
to study the findings of research in Croatian cities.

PLACE ATTACHMENT -
CONTRADICTIONS AND
INTERPRETATIONS OF THE
PHENOMENON

Place attachment, understood as attachment
to a local area, namely, neighbourhood, village,
or town, has been a significant topic in the Cro-
atian scientific community. The aforementioned
research by Cifri¢ and Nikodem (2006) showed
that there is a pronounced phenomenon of local
attachment in the Republic of Croatia, and such
results were recorded in numerous studies con-
ducted at the city or regional level. At the same
time, several studies showed that there is a certain
pattern of emotional place attachment, despite
dissatisfaction with some of the disadvantages that
reduce the quality of life in the study area.

Thus, for example, a survey conducted in 2000
showed that the ‘attachment of Zagreb residents
to their city’ is a feature that, according to the ma-
jority of respondents, is characteristic of the way of
life in Zagreb (RoG1¢ T AL., 2004). As much as
90% of the respondents agreed with that statement.
According to Rogi¢ et al., this was proof that the
‘value of native belonging of citizens to (#heir) city
is affirmed (RoaGi¢ ET AL., 2004, 14). At the same
time, 86.6% of the respondents answered that they
perceive themselves as locals in Zagreb, while only
6.8% of the respondents perceived themselves as
newcomers, and the remaining 6.5% did not per-
ceive themselves as either of those. This was an in-
teresting finding considering the fact that 49.6% of
the total number of respondents were born in Za-
greb and 50.4% of them elsewhere. This meant that
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i njezin funkcionalni okvir. Gotovo dvije trecine
ispitanih, njih 64,5 %, smatralo je tada da Zagreb
pruza bolje moguénosti za zivot u odnosu na dru-
ge hrvatske gradove. Medutim, to ne zna¢i da su
gradani posve zadovoljni onim $to pruza njihov
grad. Naime, gotovo polovina ispitanih smatrala je
da razvoj grada nije imao pozitivan utjecaj na nji-
hov Zivot, dok je samo 21,3 % ispitanih drzalo da
je razvoj grada pozitivno utjecao na uvjete njihova
zivota i zivota njihove obitelji. Miseti¢ i Mileti¢ su
stoga konstatirali da se ,povezanost s gradom ne
oblikuje nuzno na funkcionalnoj razini, sukladno
moguénostima u kojima se grad pojavljuje kao ser-
visno mjesto na kojem se "zadovoljavaju potrebe’.
Naprotiv, grad se preuzima (ili se ne preuzima) kao
dio pri¢e o vlastitom zivotu, pa je u tom sluéaju,
unato¢ nezadovoljstvu nekim obiljezjima Zivota,
od njega neodvojiv® (MISETIC, MILETIC, 2004.,
131).

Do sli¢nih zakljuc¢aka dolazi se i usporedbom
rezultata istrazivanja dobivenih u Zagrebu s rezul-
tatima istrazivanja provedenih u Rijeci i Sisku. Sva
tri istrazivanja provedena su u razdoblju od 1996.
do 2000. godine i pokazala su da stanovnici ovih
gradova proces modernizacije koji se u njima pro-
vodio ocijenili nepovoljnim (RocI¢ 1 DR., 2002).
Naime, ocjenjujudi Sest bitnih aspekata preko ko-
jih se moze analizirati uspjesnost razvojnog procesa
u gradu, u svim navedenim gradovima je bio vedi
broj aspekata s kojima ispitanici nisu zadovolj-
ni nego onih s kojima su zadovoljni. Osobito je
mali broj stanovnika bio zadovoljan s moguéno$éu
gradskog gospodarstva da ponudi velik broj radnih
mjesta te omoguc¢i stanovnicima dobru moguénost
zarade. Usprkos tome, velika vedina stanovnika u
sva tri grada odgovorila je da namjerava trajno zi-
vjeti u svojem gradu. U Rijeci je tako namjeravalo
trajno zivjeti 81,1 %, u Sisku 82 %, a u Zagrebu 89
%. Autori su drzali da se u ovoj analizi mora ozbilj-
no racunati s ¢injenicom Zivota u gradu, koji una-
to¢ brojnim rizicima, ipak omoguduje i visestru-
ke moguénosti u svakodnevici. U tom kontekstu
naznacuje se iznova koncept nove zavicajnosti koji
upucuje na to da su ,.hrvatski gradovi, unato¢ soci-
jalnoj invaziji pod pritiskom industrijskog sektora
u socijalistickom razdoblju, uspjeli postupno nata-
loZiti stanovitu socijalnu bastinu u meduljudskim i

komunikacijskim mrezama koja izravno povecava
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a large number of those who immigrated to the city
began to consider themselves local, which showed
that the city tends to bind the identities of those
who were not born in it to itself. It is therefore inter-
esting to look at some other findings from the same
research as they contextualize this widely accepted
place attachment in its functional framework. Al-
most two thirds of the respondents, 64.5% of them,
thought at the time that Zagreb provided better life
opportunities compared to other Croatian cities.
However, this did not mean that citizens were com-
pletely satisfied with what their city offered. Specif-
ically, almost half of the respondents thought that
the development of the city did not have a positive
impact on their lives, while only 21.3% of respond-
ents thought that the development of the city had
a positive impact on their living conditions and the
lives of their families. Miseti¢ and Miletié, therefore,
stated that “the connection with the city is not nec-
essarily formed on a functional level, in accordance
with the possibilities in which the city appears as a
service place where ‘one satisfies their needs’. On the
contrary, the city is understood (or not understood)
as part of the story of one’s own life, so in that case,
despite dissatisfaction with some features of life, it
is inseparable from it” (MiSETI¢, MILETIC, 2004,
131).

Similar conclusions are reached by comparing the
results of the research conducted in Zagreb with the
results of research conducted in Rijeka and Sisak.
All three studies were conducted in the period from
1996 to 2000 and showed that the residents of these
cities assessed the process of modernization in them
as unfavourable (RoGIC ET AL., 2002). By rating six
important aspects through which the successful de-
velopment process in the city can be analysed in all
these cities, the data showed that there were more
aspects with which the respondents are not satisfied
than those with which they are. An extremely small
number of residents were satisfied with the possi-
bility of the city’s economy to offer a large number
of jobs and provide residents with a good opportu-
nity to earn money. Despite this, the vast majority
of residents in all three cities responded that they
intended to live permanently in their city: 81.1% of
respondents intended to live permanently in Rije-
ka, 82% in Sisak, and 89% in Zagreb. The authors
stated that in this analysis one must seriously take
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kakvocu socijalnog kapitala u njima“ (RoGi¢ 1 br,,
2002., 852). Dakle, upravo iz ovih meduljudskih
i komunikacijskih mreza stvara se urbana i zavi-
¢ajna vrijednost koja stanovnicima gradova podize
kvalitetu Zivota. Ono $to je, ipak, vazno je da se
stanovnici na zavi¢ajni grad oslanjaju izrazitije ako
je grad postao vaznije srediSte u modernizacijskim
procesima. Na temelju toga objasnjava se razlika
prema kojoj znatno veci broj stanovnika Zagreba i
Rijeke u odnosu na stanovnike Siska, misli da ¢e i
njihova djeca ostati zivjeti u tom gradu.

Istrazivanja provedena u Vukovarsko-srijemskoj
zupaniji i Splitu takoder su sugerirala zakljucak da
privrzenost mjestu postoji paralelno s nekim obli-
kom neizvjesnosti pa i zabrinutosti zbog onoga $to
nosi buduénost. Primjerice, u istraZivanju prove-
denom na prigodnom uzorku u Splitu iskazana je
opet nesto ve¢a emocionalna (M = 3,58) u odnosu
na funkcionalnu privrzenost mjestu (M = 3,36)
(Stan1¢, NINCEVIC, 2018.). Pokazalo se, ipak, da
ve¢u emocionalnu privrzenost na pojedinim Cesti-
cama pokazuju oni ispitanici ¢ije su obitelji veéi
broj generacija Zivjele u gradu. Funkcionalna pri-
vrzenost mjerena je stavovima okupljenima oko tri
dimenzije: sigurnost, obrazovanje i slobodno vri-
jeme te osobne perspektive. Uocljivo je u rezulta-
tima da su ispitanici primjerice pokazali odredeno
zadovoljstvo sa sigurno$¢u zivota u gradu (ukupno
M = 3,72), no kada je u pitanju procjena osobne
perspektive tu je uocljivo nezadovoljstvo ispitani-
ka. Ono je bilo osobito vidljivo na ¢estici ,,U Splitu
mogu lako dobiti posao koji prizeljkujem® (M =
2,05). Ispitanici nisu dijelili optimizam u pogledu
toga da Split nudi perspektivu $to na odredeni na-
¢in sugerira osje¢aj odredene bojazni prema ono-
me $to nosi budu¢nost.

Dakle, moze se zakljuciti da redovito, usprkos
odredenom nedostatku osobnih prilika u Hr-
vatskoj, vedina stanovnika iskazuje privrzenost
lokalnom podruéju osobito kada je rije¢ o emo-
cionalnoj pripadnosti. Postavlja se stoga pitanje
na osnovi ¢ega se oblikuje privrzenost mjestu? Na
rasvjetljavanje tog pitanja nastojalo se odgovoriti i
konceptima zavi¢ajnoga grada i nove zavi¢ajnosti.

Zanimljivo je, medutim, da Rogi¢ i Daki¢
(2000.) pisu¢i o Zagrebu kao zaviajnom gradu
drze tu sintagmu pomalo paradoksalnom. Podsje-
¢aju da je u europskoj tradiciji ,gradski poredak

into account the very fact of life in the city, which,
despite numerous risks, enables multiple possibili-
ties in everyday life. In that context, the concept of
new sense of homeplace is underlined, indicating
that ‘Croatian cities, despite social invasion under
the pressure of the industrial sector in the socialist
period, managed to gradually accumulate a certain
social heritage in interpersonal and communication
networks that directly increases the quality of social
capital in them’ (RoGI¢ ET AL., 2002, 852). There-
fore, it is from these interpersonal and communica-
tion networks that urban and native value is created,
which increases the quality of life of city residents.
The important fact is, however, that the residents
rely more strongly on the hometown if the town has
become a more important centre in the moderni-
zation process. That can be used to explain why a
significantly larger number of residents of Zagreb
and Rijeka think that their children will stay in their
cities when compared to the residents of Sisak.

Research conducted in Vukovar-Srijem Coun-
ty and Split also suggested that place attachment
co-exists with some form of uncertainty and even
concern about what the future holds. For example,
in a study conducted on a convenience sample in
Split, a slightly higher emotional place attachment
(M = 3.58) was expressed in comparison with
functional place attachment (M = 3.36) (Stanic,
NInCEvVIC, 2018). It turned out, however, that
higher emotional place attachment on certain ques-
tions is shown by those respondents whose families
have lived in the city for many generations. Func-
tional place attachment was measured by attitudes
grouped around three dimensions: security, edu-
cation and leisure, and personal opportunities. It
can be noticed in the results that respondents, for
example, showed a certain level of satisfaction with
the security of life in the city (total M = 3.72), but
when it comes to assessing personal opportunities,
dissatisfaction of the respondents is noticeable. It
was especially visible in the item ‘In Split, I can
easily get the job I want’ (M = 2.05). Respondents
were not optimistic when it came to the question
of opportunities offered in Split, which suggests a
sense of fear of what the future holds.

Therefore, it can be concluded that regularly,
despite a certain lack of personal opportunities
in Croatia, most residents show local attachment,
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zivota projektiran u obzoru autonomisticke ima-
ginacije. Sukladno tome, nije pogreska misliti o
gradu kao o poretku zivota koji je bezavicajnost
oblikovao kao svoju dugoro¢nu i strukturnu pred-
nost“ (Roai¢, Dakic¢, 2000., 84). No autori upu-
¢uju na to da se gradska zbiljnost ne moze pojmiti
uzimajudi u obzir samo taj aspekt grada ve¢ treba
uzeti i obzir i zavi¢ajnu svakodnevicu koja u gradu
pociva na nizu fenomena kao $to su ponavljanje,
ustrajnost, imitacija ili ritual. Ovi fenomeni dijele
sjedno zajednicko obiljezje: u iskustvu pojedinca
ili skupine imaju mjesto prirodnog/drustvenog fe-
nomena“ (Roai¢, Daxki¢, 2000., 84). Premda je
grad popriste brzih drustvenih promjena, on omo-
guduje da se u njegovoj posebnosti pojedinci uko-
rijene, da ga drze domom i da se u njemu osjecaju
domacima.

Kroz koncepte o zavi¢ajnom gradu i novoj zavi-
¢ajnosti raspravljalo se o dva bitno uvida: o tome
da i oni stanovnici koji nisu rodeni u nekom na-
selju mogu poceti dozivljavati taj teritorij kao svoj
zavicaj te o tome da su dru$tvene mreze ono $to
ima bitan utjecaj na ucvr$¢ivanje veza koje poje-
dinci pocinju osjecati spram grada.

Osim radova koji su se bavili privrzenos¢u gradu
vazni nalazi su dobiveni i u istrazivanjima koja su
se provodila na razini kvarta ili susjedstva. U istra-
zivanju provedenom 2016. godine na podrudju za-
grebacke cetvrti Vrbik koristen je koncept osjecaja
mjesta koji je operacionaliziran putem nekoliko
instrumenata (SAkaja, 2018.). Tako se analiziralo
koliko su ispitanicima vazna pojedina obiljezja su-
sjedstva, kakve osjecaje iskazuju spram susjedstva
te koliko su zadovoljni kvalitetom Zivota. Pokazalo
se da tek manji broj ispitanika iskazuje ravnodus-
nost prema susjedstvu dok najveéi broj iskazuje
pripadnost susjedstvu. Zanimljivo je da je osobito
mladim ispitanicima posjedovanje prijatelja pred-
stavljalo osobito vazan aspekt zivota u susjedstvu.
Osim toga, ovakvo visedimenzionalno zahvadanje
osje¢aja mjesta moze prema autorici istrazivanja
donijeti uvide koji ¢e pomo¢i u uvazavanju po-
treba gradana pri donosenju odluka i upravljanju
pojedinim gradskim podruéjima.

Kako je ve¢ naznaceno, dob redovito utjece na
privrzenost mjestu stoga je vazno navesti i nalaze
nekih istrazivanja koja su se bavila ovom temati-

kom na populaciji mladih. Provode¢i etnografsko
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especially when it comes to emotional belonging.
So, the question arises as to what constitutes place
attachment. The concepts of the hometown and
new sense of homeplace were also used to shed
light on this issue.

It is interesting, however, that Rogi¢ and Daki¢
(2000), when writing about Zagreb as a home-
town, consider this phrase as somewhat paradoxi-
cal. They remind us that in the European tradition
‘the urban order of life is projected in the horizon
of the autonomous imagination. Accordingly, it is
not wrong to think of the city as an order of life
that has used the absence of the sense of homeplace
as its long-term and structural advantage’ (Rogic,
Dakié, 2000, 84). However, the authors point out
that the reality of the city cannot be understood by
taking into account only that aspect of the city, but
also the everyday life of the city, which is based on
a number of phenomena such as repetition, persis-
tence, imitation, or ritual. These phenomena share
‘one common feature: in the experience of an in-
dividual or a group, they have a place of a natural/
social phenomenon’ (Roci¢, Daki¢, 2000, 84).
Although the city is a place of rapid social change,
it allows individuals to take root in its uniqueness,
to consider it their home, and to feel at home in it.

Through the concepts of hometown and new
sense of homeplace, two important insights were
discussed: firstly, that those residents who were not
born in a certain place begin to consider the place
their homeplace, and, secondly, that social networks
have a significant impact on strengthening the ties
that individuals begin to feel towards the city.

In addition to research dealing with city/town at-
tachment, important findings were also obtained in
research conducted at the city block or neighbour-
hood level. The research conducted in 2016 in the
area of Vrbik neighbourhood in Zagreb used the
concept of a sense of place, which was operation-
alized through several instruments (Sakaja, 2018).
The research included the analysis of the impor-
tance of certain characteristics of the neighbour-
hood to the respondents, the feelings they express
towards the neighbourhood and their satisfaction
with the quality of life. It turned out that only a
small number of respondents expressed indiffer-
ence towards their neighbourhood, while the larg-
est number expressed belonging. Interestingly, for
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istrazivanje s populacijom osnovnoskolaca iz novo-
zagrebackog naselja Travno antropologinja Gulin
Zrni¢ (2004.) ispitivala je kako iskustvo, sjecanje
i svakodnevne prakse prostor transformiraju u
mjesto. Rezultati istrazivanja pokazali su da osnov-
noskolska djeca iskazuju visoko vrednovanje svo-
jeg naselja prikazujuéi i neke njegove slabosti kao
zanimljive i vrijedne. Zanimljivo je pritom da oni
sam kvart ¢esto nazivaju domom. Za pretvaranje
prostora u mjesto vazno je poznavanje okolisa, ali
se kao i u prethodnim istrazivanjima posebno na-
glasava drustvena dimenzija jer je poznavanje dru-
gih u naselju osnova ,osje¢aja povezanosti koja se
stvara tijekom vremena, osje¢aja sigurnosti, doziv-
ljaja karaktera naselja, definiranja doma“ (GuLN
ZRNIC, 2004., 48). Vaino je zapazanje da je Zivot
osnovnoskolaca u velikoj mjeri ograni¢en na samo
naselje te da zavretkom osnovne skole dolazi do
njihove ve¢e mobilnosti ¢ime se modificira i odnos
spram drugih dijelova grada.

Steta je, dakako, $to nedostaju longitudinalna
istrazivanja koja bi poblize objasnila odnos odra-
stanja, mobilnosti te definiranja doma i privrze-
nosti mjestu. No, vrijedi spomenuti rezultate jo$
jednog istrazivanja provedenog u Zagrebu kojim
se ispitivalo Sto utjee na privrzenost susjedstvu
populacije studenata. Autorice Jeli¢ i Low Stani¢
(2014.) postavile su istrazivacko pitanje utjece li
na privrzenost susjedstvu percepcija njegove socio-
ekonomske strukture. Pokazalo se da i u slucaju
emocionalne i u slu¢aju funkcionalne privrzenosti
susjedstvu postoji razlika izmedu triju skupina is-
pitanika, onih koji zive u homogenom susjedstvu
s velikim brojem siromasnih, onih koji zive u ho-
mogenom susjedstvu s malim brojem siromasnih
te heterogenom susjedstvu. Pritom su ispitanici
koji su procjenjivali da Zive u susjedstvu s velikim
brojem siromasnih u znatno manjoj mjeri iskaziva-
li privrzenost nego ostale dvije skupine ispitanika.
Provedena regresijska analiza pokazala je takoder
da je percipirani udio siromasnih vazan prediktor
privrzenosti ,jer djeluje izravno na smanjenje funk-
cionalne privrzenosti susjedstvu, a preko osjecaja
sigurnosti djeluje i na smanjenje emocionalne pri-
vrzenosti susjedstvu® (JeLi¢, Low Stanié, 2014.,
167). Autorice su tako dosle do zakljucka da nije
heterogenost stanovnistva to $to utjece na privrze-

nost susjedstvu ve¢ percepcija udjela siromasnih.

young respondents, in particular, having friends was
a very important aspect of life in a neighbourhood.
In addition, this multidimensional understanding
of the sense of place can, according to the author of
the research, bring insights that will help respect the
needs of citizens in the decision-making and man-
agement of individual urban areas.

As previously stated, age affects the degree of
place attachment, so it is important to mention the
findings of some studies that have dealt with this
topic in the young population. While conducting
ethnographic research with the population of pri-
mary school students from Travno neighbourhood
in Novi Zagreb, anthropologist Gulin Zrni¢ (2004)
dealt with how experience, memory, and everyday
practices transform space into a place. The results
of the research showed that primary school children
value their neighbourhood highly, and even show
some of its weaknesses as interesting and valuable.
Interestingly, that they often call the neighbourhood
their home. Familiarity with the environment is im-
portant for turning space into a place, but again, as
in previous research, the social dimension is empha-
sized since knowing others in the neighbourhood
is the basis of ‘feelings of connection created over
time, sense of security, the experience of the charac-
ter of the neighbourhood, defining a home.” (Gu-
LIN ZRNIC, 2004, 48). However, it is important to
note that the life of primary school students is large-
ly limited to the neighbourhood itself and that the
completion of primary school leads to their greater
mobility, which modifies the relationship with oth-
er parts of the city.

Unfortunately, there is a lack of longitudinal re-
search that would explain in more detail the rela-
tionship between growing up, mobility, defining
home, and place attachment. However, it is worth-
while to mention the results of another research
conducted in Zagreb, which investigated the fac-
tors that affect neighbourhood attachment among
the student population. The authors Jeli¢ and Low
Stani¢ (2014) posed a research question as to wheth-
er perceptions of the socio-economic structure of a
neighbourhood affect neighbourhood attachment.
It turned out that in the case of emotional and also
functional neighbourhood attachment, there is a
difference between three groups of respondents,
those living in a homogeneous neighbourhood
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Istrazivanje provedeno na udenicima srednjih
skola u Vukovarsko-srijemskoj zupaniji je pak po-
kazalo vaznost uzimanja u obzir utjecaja vrijedno-
snih orijentacija na privrZenost mjestu (ZANIC 1
DR., 2022b). Naime, od tri vrijednosna sklopa i to
usmjerenost na uspjeh, tradicionalizam i individu-
alna autonomija pokazalo se da su ispitanici sklo-
ni tradicionalistickim vrijednostima u ve¢oj mjeri
skloni iskazivati privrzenost mjestu. Osim toga i
ovo istrazivanje je uputilo na vaznost drustvenih
veza za dozivljavanje i ocjenjivanje vaznosti mjesta
s obzirom na to da se i percepcija lokalne socijalne
kohezije pokazala znacajnim prediktorom privrze-
nosti mjestu.

Vise je puta u prikazanim radovima iznesena
pretpostavka koja naznacuje povezanost privrze-
nosti mjestu i mobilnosti stanovnika te njihove
migracijske sklonosti. Vazno se stoga osvrnuti i na
istrazivanja koja su se bavila upravo tom temati-
kom, osobito ona koja su se bavila tematikom se-

kundarnog stanovanja.

MOBILNOST, PRIVRZENOST
MJESTU, SEKUNDARNO
STANOVANJE — NIJANSIRANJE
VISESTRUKIH PRIPADNOSTI

Posljednjih desetljeca sve izazovnije postaje od-
govoriti na pitanje Sto se dogada s privrzenosti
mjestu u svijetu koji je sve vise globalno povezan
i u kojem se sve vise promi¢e mobilnost. Ta tema
osobito je vazna za zemlje koje se kao Hrvatska suo-
Cavaju s velikim iseljavanjem stanovnistva. Naime,
procjena migracijske bilance temeljena na prvim
rezultatima Popisa stanovnistva iz 2021. godine
(URL 1) te podatku o ukupnom prirodnom kreta-
nju stanovnistva u razdoblju 2011. — 2020. (URL
2) otkriva da je Hrvatska u posljednjem medupo-
pisnom razdoblju zabiljezila negativan migracijski
saldo od gotovo 250 000 stanovnika. Istrazivanja
koja se bave tematikom odnosa migracija i stavova
prama teritorijalnim identifikacijama provode se i
u Hrvatskoj susjednim zemljama, pa je primjerice
istrazivanje provedeno u osam gradova u Srbiji po-
kazalo da su migracijske namjere izrazenije kod is-
pitanika koji iskazuju nisku povezanost s mjestom
(PeTROVIC 1 DR., 2017.).
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with a large number of the poor, those living in a
homogeneous neighbourhood with a small num-
ber of the poor and those living in a heterogeneous
neighbourhood. Moreover, respondents who esti-
mated that they live in a neighbourhood with a
large number of the poor showed a much lower
level of attachment than the respondents from the
other two groups. The conducted regression analy-
sis also showed that the perceived share of the poor
is an important predictor of attachment ‘because it
directly reduces functional attachment to a neigh-
bourhood, and through a sense of security, reduces
emotional attachment to a neighbourhood’ (JELIC,
Low StanNié, 2014, 167). The authors concluded
that it is not the heterogeneity of the population
that affects the neighbourhood attachment, but
the perception of the share of the poor.

Research conducted on secondary school stu-
dents in Vukovar-Srijem County showed the im-
portance of taking into account the impact of
value orientations on place attachment (Zanié
ET AL., 2022b). Considering the three sets of val-
ues, namely the focus on success, traditionalism,
and individual autonomy, it turned out that the
respondents that are prone to traditionalist values
are more inclined to show place attachment. Addi-
tionally, this research also showed the importance
of social connections for experience and assessment
of the importance of place, since the perception of
local social cohesion also proved to be a significant
predictor of place attachment.

On several occasions, the presented works set out
an assumption indicating the connection between
place attachment, mobility of residents, and their
migration preferences. It is therefore important to
look at research that has dealt with this very topic,
especially those that have dealt with the topic of

second homes.

MOBILITY, PLACE ATTACHMENT,
SECOND HOME - NUANCING
MULTIPLE BELONGING

In recent decades, it has become ever more
challenging to determine what happens to place
attachment in a world that is globally connected
and where mobility is promoted. This topic is of
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U Hrvatskoj se pak nekoliko istrazivanja prove-
denih na populaciji mladih bavilo ovim temama,
$to je osobito zanimljivo uzme li se u obzir da mla-
di obi¢no iskazuju i navise sklonosti migracijama.
Li i suradnici (2012.) su tako u istrazivanje pro-
vedeno 2009. godine usli s idejom da u razdoblju
ekonomskih kriza Zelja za migriranjem osobito jaca
kod osoba s izrazenom motivacijom za postignu-
¢em i motivacijom za modi, dok u razdobljima
kada dolazi do poboljsanja ekonomske situacija
osobni faktori kao $to su privrzenost mjestu i ne-
ofilija utje¢u na migracijske aspiracije. U istraziva-
nju provedenom na studentima prve godine eko-
nomije u Osijeku testirana je hipoteza prema kojoj
niska razina privrzenosti mjestu uz visoku zaoku-
pljenost karijerom te neofilija utjeCu na pojacane
migracijske aspiracije. Rezultati istraZivanja potvr-
dili su postavljenu hipotezu pri ¢emu se pokazalo
da navedeni prediktori i kod muskaraca i kod zena
na jednak nacin predvidaju Zelju za migriranjem.
Nesto recentnija istrazivanja takoder su ukazala
na povezanost privrzenosti zajednici, privrzenosti
mjestu i migracijskih aspiracija. Istrazivanje pro-
vedeno 2017. godine na mladima iz perifernih
podrudja Splitsko-dalmatinske Zupanije pokazalo
je da vecu sklonost migriranju pokazuju ucenice
u odnosu na ucenike (Stani¢, Scuarrt, 2021.).
Pokazalo se, osim toga, da je uz pozitivnije ocje-
njivanje lokalnih ekonomskih prilika i ruralnog
identiteta, privrzenost zajednici znacajno povezana
sa zeljom mladih za ostankom u mjestu stanova-
nja. Istrazivanje provedeno 2019. godine na mla-
dima u Vukovarsko-srijemskoj Zupaniji takoder
je uputilo na znadajan utjecaj spola na odgovore
ispitanika s obzirom na to da su udenici u vecoj
mjeri iskazivali privrzenost mjestu te u manjoj
mjeri migracijske aspiracije u odnosu na udenice
(ZANIG 1 DR., 2021.). Osim toga, treba spomenu-
ti jo§ dva nalaza ovoga istrazivanja. Pokazalo se,
kao prvo, da postoji statisticki znacajna razlika u
privrzenosti mjestu izmedu ucenika koji planiraju
ostati te onih koji planiraju migrirati, ali i da po-
stoji razlika u privrzenosti mjestu izmedu ucenika
koji planiraju migrirati u druge Hrvatske krajeve
te onih koji planiraju migrirati u inozemstvo. Kao
drugo, pokazalo se da osobito ucenici koji iskazuju
sklonost migriranju u druge krajeve Hrvatske po-

kazuju prili¢no visoko izrazenu privrzenost mjestu

particularly important for the countries like Croa-
tia that face great emigration trends. In particular,
the assessment of migration balance based on the
first results of the 2021 population census (URL
1) and the data of the total natural change in pop-
ulation between 2011 and 2020 (URL 2) shows
that in the period between the last two population
censuses Croatia had a negative migration balance
of almost 250,000 citizens. Research dealing with
the relation of migrations and attitudes toward ter-
ritorial identification was conducted both in Cro-
atia and its neighbouring countries. For example,
a study conducted in eight cities in Serbia showed
that migration intentions were more pronounced
in respondents with lower place attachment (Pet-
ROVIC ET AL., 2017).

Several studies conducted in Croatia on the
youth population dealt with these topics, which
is especially interesting because young people are
more prone to migrate. Li et al. (2012) started
working on a study in 2009 hypothesizing that
in the period of economic crisis, the desire to mi-
grate is significantly stronger in individuals with
achievement and power motivation, while in the
periods of economic growth, personal factors, such
as place attachment and neophilia, influence mi-
gration aspirations. In a study conducted on first-
year students of the Faculty of Economy in Osi-
jek, a hypothesis was tested, according to which
low place attachment and high career aspirations
together with neophilia increase migration aspira-
tions. Results of the study confirmed the hypothe-
sis and showed that the above predictors influence
the desire to migrate in men and women equally.
Some recent studies also proved the link of com-
munity attachment and place attachment with mi-
gration aspirations. A study conducted in 2017 on
young people from peripheral areas of Split-Dal-
matia County showed that female students have a
higher level of migration tendencies than male stu-
dents (Stani¢, ScHaFFT, 2021).It was also shown
that, in addition to a more positive opinion about
the local economic situation and rural identity,
community attachment had a strong link to the
desire of young people to stay in the place they
live in. A study conducted in 2019 on young peo-
ple from Vukovar-Srijem County also showed that
gender strongly influences the answers, with male
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stanovanja. Dakle, ni osjetno izrazena privrzenost
mjestu u prostoru koji ne nudi dovoljno prostora
za $kolovanjem ni zaposlenje ne djeluju presudno
na zelju mladih da provedu glavninu Zivota u sa-
dasnjem mjestu stanovanja.

Time se ponovno pokazuje sva kompleksnost
tematike privrzenosti mjestu kao i vaznost istrazi-
vanja ove teme na populaciji mladih. Obecavaju-
¢e pritom djeluje uvodenje u raspravu o odnosima
mobilnosti i privrzenosti mjestu koncepta vise-
strukih privrzenosti. Drzi se da je zbog ubrzanog
kretanja ljudi, stvari i ideja doslo do potrebe za
Lre-teoretizacijom privrzenosti mjestu koja bi bila
utemeljena manje na fiksnom shvacanju privrie-
nosti mjestu, a vise na tome kako upravljati vi-
Sestrukim, fluidnim pripadnostima® (WiLLiAMS,
MIiLLER, 2021., 21). U hrvatskim istrazivanjima
ovakvi se pristupi naziru kada je rije¢ o istraziva-
njima sekundarnog stanovanja. Bave¢i se temom
privrzenosti mjestu vlasnika kuc¢a za odmor na
jadranskoj obali, A. Miseti¢ iznosi ideju kako je
za postmoderni svijet karakteristiéno vezivanje
za vi$e razli¢itih mjesta te navodi: ,,Postmoderna
drustva karakteriziraju brojne prakse horizontal-
nih, mreznih modela stanovanja. Pojava takvih
heterotopi¢nih praksi povezuje se i s povreme-
nim premjestanjima ili priviemenim migracija-
ma tijekom kojih neka mjesta postaju lokaliteti
vaznih socijalnih interakcija i znacenja. Pri tome
je moguce da dva doma ili viSe domova budu po-
djednako prihvaceni i posvojeni — internalizirani,
premda su prostorno ili vremenski razdvojeni®
(M1sET1¢, 2006., 30). Operacionalizirajuéi privr-
zenost mjestu kroz Cetiri dimenzije autorica na te-
melju dobivenih rezultata dolazi do zakljucka da
je prisutan fenomen ukorjenjivanja u drugo mje-
sto. Naime, premda je samo 6 % ispitanih podri-
jetlom iz mjesta u kojem imaju kuc¢u za odmor,
njih 42,2 % izjavilo je da se osje¢aju domadima u
tim mjestima, a 47,4 % ispitanih se slozZilo s tvrd-
njom ,,Ovo naselje kao da je dio mene®. Prema
autorici, sve to vodi zakljucku da se i u Hrvatskoj
moze detektirati fenomen visezavicajnosti kao na-
¢in iskazivanja teritorijalnog identiteta.

S obzirom na poticajnost problematike, ne ¢udi
da su i novija istrazivanja koja su se bavila sekun-
darnim stanovanjem kao vaznu temu ukljudila i

privrzenost mjestu. Tako se u istrazivanjima tri na-
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students expressing higher place attachment and
a lower level of migration aspirations than female
students (ZANIC ET AL., 2021). Two other results
of that study should be mentioned. Firstly, it was
shown that there is a statistically significant dif-
ference in place attachment of students planning
to stay and students planning to migrate, but also
that there is a difference in the level of place at-
tachment between students planning to migrate
to different Croatian regions of their country and
those who want to migrate abroad.

Secondly, it was shown that students who express
aspiration to migrate to other regions of Croatia
also feel strong place attachment. In conclusion,
strong attachment to a place that does not offer
enough education and job opportunities is not a
prevailing factor in the desire of the youth to re-
main in their current places of residence for the
majority of their lives.

That shows again how complex the topic of
place attachment is, as well as how important it
is to study it concerning young population. In-
troducing the concept of multiple attachments
into the discussions about the relation of mobility
and place attachment is a promising sign. There
is a prevailing opinion that due to the accelerat-
ed movement of people, things and ideas, there is
a need for ‘a re-theorization of place attachment
based less on fixed place attachment and more on
how people navigate multiple, fluid attachments’
(WiLLiams, MILLER, 2021, 21). That kind of ap-
proach can be noticed in Croatian studies when it
comes to investigating the phenomenon of second
homes. Investigating the subject of place attach-
ment of owners of houses on the Adriatic coast,
A. Miseti¢ introduced the idea that the contempo-
rary world is characterized by attachment to more
places and wrote: ‘Contemporary societies are
characterized by numerous practices of horizon-
tal, network models of dwelling. The emergence
of such heterotopic practices is also associated with
periodical moving or periodical migrations during
which some places become localities of important
social interactions and meanings. Those two or
more homes may be equally accepted and adopted
— internalized, although they are separated in space
and time’ (M1SET1¢, 2006, 30). By operationaliz-
ing place attachment through four dimensions and
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selja za koje je karakreristi¢na ve¢a gustoca sekun-
darnog stanovanja istrazivalo i pitanje postoje li
razlike prema privrzenosti mjestu povremenih sta-
novnika i onih koji u mjestu stalno borave. Studije
slucaja provedene na tri lokacije, i to Okrug Gor-
nji (Splitsko-dalmatinska Zupanija), Cervar-Porat
(Istarska zupanija) i Aljmas (Osjecko-baranjska zu-
panija), pokazale su da postoji visoka privrzenost
mjestu od stalnih stanovnika, ali i iznenadujuce
,visok udio odgovora o izrazitoj ili prili¢noj privr-
zenosti i kod povremenih stanovnika® (MILETIC 1
DR, 2020., 159).

Doduse, u analiziranim primjerima povremeni
stanovnici ipak zaostaju za stalnim stanovnicima
po iskazanoj privrzenosti mjestu. Pritom je to za-
ostajanje nesto manje izraeno u Cervar-Portu, a
nesto vise u Aljmasu i Okrugu Gornjem. Razlo-
ge uolenog izdvajanja Cervar-Porta svakako treba
traziti u specifi¢nosti njegova razvitka te zapocete
transformacije iz isklju¢ivo sezonskog u naselje u
kojem se Zivi tijekom cijele godine. Osim $to je
na sve tri lokacije uoceno iskazivanje nesto nize
privrzenosti mjestu u kojem koriste stan za odmor
u odnosu na njegove stalne stanovnike, nalazi po-
kazuju da anketirani povremeni stanovnici ¢e$ée
iskazuju i nesto vecu razinu privrzenosti mjestu u
kojem imaju stalnu adresu stanovanja nego mjestu
u kojem koriste stan za odmor. Valja ipak naglasiti
da se sve spomenute razlike odnose tek na intenzi-
tet privrzenosti. Drugim rije¢ima, dobiveni rezul-
tati nedvojbeno pokazuju da vec¢ina povremenih
stanovnika iskazuju ,,...multilokalnu privrzenost
prema oba prostora stanovanja, a taj indikator ta-
koder ide u prilog tezama o horizontalnom obras-
cu organiziranja stanovanja...“ (MILETIC I DR,
2020., 165).

Jasno, samo raspolaganje stanom za odmor ne
povlaci za sobom i realizaciju multilokalne privr-
zenosti. Za ocekivati je da neki dodatni ¢imbenici
poput obiljezja prostora, postojanja zavic¢ajne po-
vezanosti ili pak nacina kori$tenja stana za odmor
utjecu na vaznost svake od tih adresa za formiranje
teritorijalnih identiteta. U tom kontekstu posebno
su zanimljivi rezultati detaljnije analize u kojoj su
Poljanec Bori¢ i suradnici (2018.) propitivali razli-
ke odnosa prema mjestu izmedu stalnih i povre-
menih stanovnika na primjeru Okruga Gornjeg. U
toj analizi oslonili su se na koncept osje¢aja mjesta

based on the results, the author concludes that the
phenomenon of place rootedness in the second
place can be noticed. Even though only 6% of re-
spondents came from the place in which they have
a vacation home, 42.2% of them said they felt like
locals in those places, and 47.4% of respondents
agreed with the statement ‘“This place is like a part
of me.” In the author’s opinion, all of that leads to
the conclusion that the phenomenon of multiple
homes, as a way of expressing territorial identity,
can be noticed in Croatia.

Having in mind the inspiring nature of the sub-
ject, it is not surprising that latest studies dealing
with second homes included place attachment as
an important subject. So, in investigating three
places characterized by a higher density of second
homes, the question of differences in the degrees
to place attachment of temporary and permanent
residents was researched. Case studies conducted
in three locations, Okrug Gornji (Split-Dalmatia
County), Cervar-Porat (Istria County), and Aljmas
(Osijek-Baranja County), showed that permanent
residents had a high level of place attachment, but
also that there was a surprisingly ‘high share of an-
swers claiming significant or high attachment in
temporary residents’ (MILETIC ET AL., 2020, 159).

However, in the examples analysed, temporary
residents show a somewhat lower degree of place
attachment than permanent residents. That differ-
ence is less noticeable in Cervar-Porat, and more
noticeable in Aljmas and Okrug Gornji. The rea-
sons can be found in the specificity of Cervar-Porat
development and its transformation from a place
where people lived only during the summer season
to a place where people lived all year round. Be-
sides expressing lower attachment to a place where
they have a vacation home, the findings show
that surveyed temporary residents more often ex-
press higher attachment to a place where they live
permanently than to the place where they have a
vacation home. Nonetheless, it is important that
all those differences merely reflect the intensity of
attachment. In other words, the findings undoubt-
edly show that the majority of temporary residents
express ‘(...) multilocal attachment to both places
of residency, which also supports the theses about

the horizontal pattern of residential organization
(... (MILETIC ET AL., 2020, 165).
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i njegove tri poddimenzije: privrzenosti mjestu,
ukorijenjenosti u mjesto i uvjetovanosti mjestom.
Nalazi otkrivaju kako, osim ve¢ spomenute okol-
nosti da su u Okrugu Gornjem stalni stanovnici
iskazivali nesto ve¢u privrzenost mjestu od povre-
menih stanovnika, medu ovim skupinama postoji
razli¢ito vrednovanje nekih aspekata koji utjecu na
osje¢aj mjesta, pri cemu su stalni stanovnici u vecoj
mjeri vrednovali trgove, javna mjesta te mjesta za
provodenje slobodnog vremena, dok su povremeni
stanovnici u veéoj mjeri vrednovali plaze i more.
Izdvajaju se stoga ,morski socio-kulturni habitat*
i ,mediteranski nacin zivota“ kao odrednice koje
utjecu na razlicita oblikovanja osje¢aja mjesta (Po-
LJANEC BORIC 1 DR,, 2018.). Takoder je vazno da je
potvrdena hipoteza prema kojoj obiteljske veze po-
vremenih stanovnika utje¢u na to hoée li se oni do-
zivljavati domacim ili do$ljakom u mjestu. Naime,
medu skupinom onih koji su se dozivljavali doma-
¢ima primijeéen je ve¢i broj onih koji su rodeni na
otoku ili su im roditelji podrijetlom s otoka. Na taj
je nadin detektirana veza izmedu ukorijenjenosti u
mjesto i privrzenosti mjestu.

Pitanja koja se namecu su postoje li jo§ neke
vazne razlike izmedu nacdina na koji se povreme-
ni i stalni stanovnici povezuju s mjestom, ali i
postoje li razlike izmedu tipa privrzenosti mjestu
samih vlasnika stanova za odmor te ovise li one o
karakteristikama naselja u koje je rasprostranje-
no sekundarno stanovanje. Naime, dok su brojna
istrazivanja pokazivala da je privrzenost mjestu
povezana s drustvenim vezama koje se pojavljuju
medu stanovnicima pojedinih naselja, istraZivanja
provodena u mjestima koja obiljezava velik udio
sekundarnih stanova sugeriraju da su glavni po-
ticaji za razvoj privrzenosti mjestu prirodni uvje-
ti kao $to su more te pogled na more, ¢isti zrak,
mirisi i zvuci (Ursi¢, Krni¢, 2020.). Ostaje stoga
otvorenim pitanje u kojoj mjeri se u tim okolno-
stima razvija individualizirana privrzenost mjestu.
Dakle, razvija li se kod dijela mjestana privrzenost
mjestu dominantno zbog ugode koju izaziva pri-
rodni okoli$ te jesu li i takvi stanovnici spremni
na angazman u lokalnoj zajednici. Detektiranje
individualizacije privrzenosti mjestu bio bi vazan
doprinos daljnjem produbljivanju razumijevanja
postmodernih fenomena koji dolaze do izrazaja u

odnosu spram mjestu.
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Of course, the mere availability of a vacation
home does not entail the formation of multilo-
cal attachment. It can be expected that some ad-
ditional factors, such as the characteristics of the
space itself, attachment to the place, or the way a
vacation home is used, influence the importance
of those spaces in forming territorial identities.
In that context, the results of a detailed analy-
sis are especially interesting: Poljanec Bori¢ et al.
(2018) analysed the differences in the relationship
with a place between permanent and temporary
residents in Okrug Gornji. In that analysis, they
focused on the concept of sense of place and its
three sub-concepts: place attachment, place root-
edness, and place dependence. The findings re-
veal that, besides the already mentioned fact that
permanent residents of Okrug Gornji expressed
somewhat higher place attachment than tempo-
rary residents, there is a difference in how these
groups value some aspects that influence the sense
of place, where permanent residents gave more im-
portance to squares, public spaces, and places for
leisure, while temporary residents found beaches
and the see more important. Two distinct factors
influencing different ways of forming the sense of
place could be labelled as ‘maritime socio-cultural
habitat’ and ‘Mediterranean way of life’ (PorjaNEC
Bori€ ET AL., 2018). Another important thing is
that a hypothesis that family bonds of temporary
residents influence whether they will rate them-
selves as natives or newcomers. Namely, among
the respondents who rated themselves as natives,
a large number were born on the island or their
parents were from the island. In that way, a link
was found between place rootedness and place at-
tachment.

This opens up a new set of questions: whether
there are some other important differences in the
ways temporary and permanent residents connect
to a place, but also if there are differences between
the type of place attachment of vacation home
owners and if they depend on the attributes of a
settlement with a large number of second homes.
While numerous studies showed that place attach-
ment was connected to social bonds among the
residents of some settlements, studies conducted
in places characterized by a large number of second
homes suggest that the main incentive for place

Istrazivanja koja se u potpunosti ili barem jed-
nim dijelom bave temom privrienosti mjestu u
Hrvatskoj dijele niz poteskoca koje se pojavljuju i
u sli¢nim istrazivanjima provodenim u drugim ze-
mljama. Empirijskim istrazivanjima vrlo ¢esto ne-
dostaje ambicije za jasnijim povezivanjem sa $irim
teorijskim okvirima. Uzrok tome moze se traziti i
u uvidu kako teorijska tematiziranja mjesta ne daju
jasne smjernice za provodenje empirijskih istrazi-
vanja (AGNEW, 2011). Uz to, osnovni problem je
$to se koncept privrzenosti mjestu Cesto razlicito
operacionalizira, pa se dobiveni rezultati mogu
usporedivati s odredenim oprezom. Drzimo me-
dutim da izneseni podaci upucuju na neke bitne
momente koji se ti¢u odnosa ljudi prema lokalnoj
sredini u Republici Hrvatskoj.

Kao prvo, u Hrvatskoj rezultati istrazivanja re-
dovito upuéuju na to da se i u suvremenim okol-
nostima moze govoriti o privrzenosti stanovnika
mjestu, odnosno naselju ili gradu, u kojem Zive.
U gradovima kao $to su Vukovar ili Vinkovci velik
broj ljudi smatra se domacdim, smatra da tu pripa-
da. Isto tako, privrzenost mjestu iskazuju i stanov-
nici najvecih gradova Splitu i Zagrebu. Tako se ovi
rezultati mogu dovesti u vezu s nizom istrazivanja
provedenih u Sjedinjenim Americkim Drzavama
i zemljama zapadne Europe prema kojima vecina
ljudi izrazava privrzenost mjestu stanovanja. M.
Lewicka tako navodi da rezultati istrazivanja privr-
zenosti mjesto na skalama od 1 do 5 redovito budu
izmedu 3 i 4, dok na skalama do sedam rezultat
bude izmedu 4 i 5 (LEwicka, 2021.).

Drugi vazan nalaz je da je emocionalna privrze-
nost mjestu redovito pra¢ena i odredenim neza-
dovoljstvom Zivotom u lokalnoj sredini, odnosno
onim $to mjesto nudi te shodno tome zabrinutosti
za to §to nosi budu¢nost. U tom smislu buduca
istrazivanja trebala bi dati preciznije uvide u tren-
dove karakteristi¢ne za Hrvatsku. Naime, postoje-
¢i podaci pokazuju odredeno pomicanje tezista u
interpretaciji podataka. Dok se na prijelazu u 21.
stolje¢e konceptom zavi¢ajnoga grada tumacilo da
u hrvatskim gradovima usprkos funkcionalnim
nedostacima dolazi do ukorjenjivanja stanovnika,
ulazak Hrvatske u Europsku uniju donio je daljnje
propitivanje toga odnosa. Cini se da zbog olaksa-

attachment development is the natural surround-
ing: view of the sea, clean air, scents, and sounds
(Urst¢, Krni¢, 2020). One question still needs
to be answered: to which degree place attachment
develops in those circumstances. In other words,
whether some residents develop the feeling of
place attachment mostly as they feel comforta-
ble because of the nature surrounding them, and
whether those residents are willing to participate
in the community. Detecting the individual factor
in place attachment would be an important contri-
bution to deepening the understanding of contem-
porary phenomena noticeable in the relationship

with a place.

CONCLUSION

The studies that, at least partially, deal with the
subject of place attachment in Croatia encounter
problems similar to those of studies in other coun-
tries. Empirical research often lacks the ambition
for clearer linking to a wider theoretical frame-
work. The reason could be found in the fact that
forming theories about place does not give clear
guidelines on how to conduct empirical research
(AgNEwW, 2011). Additionally, the main problem
is that the concept of place attachment is often
operationalized in different ways, so the findings
should be compared with some caution. However,
we believe that the data presented points to some
important insights about the relationship of people
to local communities in the Republic of Croatia.

Firstly, the findings in Croatia regularly imply
that people’s attachment to a place, town, city, or
village they live in can be noticed in the contempo-
rary era. In cities like Vukovar or Vinkovci, a large
number of people see themselves as locals, they be-
lieve they belong there. Place attachment can also
be seen in the residents of the largest cities, Zagreb
and Split. In that way, we can link these findings to
a series of studies conducted in the United States
of America and countries of Western Europe, ac-
cording to which the majority of people express
attachment to the place where they live. M. Le-
wicka found that in all studies the average score of
declared place attachment is between 3 and 4 on
a 5-point scale, and between 4 and 5 on a 7-point
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vanja migracijskih mogu¢nosti funkcionalni nedo-
staci postaju sve teze podnosljivim te se na migri-
ranje sve ¢es¢e odlucuju i oni koji iskazuju osjecaj
privrzenosti mjestu, a to je prema postoje¢im po-
dacima uocljivo kod populacije mladih.

Kao trece, postoje nalazi koji sugeriraju fenomen
viSestruke privrzenosti mjestu. Na taj fenomen in-
direktno je uputio ve¢ koncept nove zavicajnosti
koji je skrenuo pozornost na to da ljudi osjecaju
privrzenost mjestima na kojima nisu rodeni. Tako-
der, pri razmatranju fenomena mobilnosti i migri-
ranja otvaraju se i moguénosti boljeg povezivanja
problematike privrzenosti mjestu s nekim vaznim
i dobro istrazenim temama kao $to su zadovoljstvo
stanovanjem te odnosom prema prirodi i zastiti
prirode (GEIGER, ZEMAN, 2010.; Svir¢i¢ Goto-
VAC, 2020.).

Napokon, kao ¢etvrto, na tragu tih nalaza kao
i istrazivanja provedenih u drugim zemljama, po-
kazuje se da je tesko govoriti o jednom konceptu
privrzenosti mjestu te iz njega donositi jednoznac-
ne zakljucke. Predstoji stoga potraga za smislenim
tipologizacijama koncepta privrzenosti mjestu, a
takvi su pokusaji iskusani pri razmatranju privrze-
nosti mjestu u kontekstu novog i starog lokalizma
ili razlic¢itih teritorijalnih identiteta. Ove koncep-
tualizacije omoguduju bolje razumijevanje odno-
sa izmedu drustvenih grupa i mjesta sugerirajuci
pritom moguc¢nost razlicitih ishoda s obzirom na
neizvjesnost tranzicijskog konteksta te brzinu tran-

sformacije koje uzrokuju globalizacijski procesi.
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scale (LEwIcka, 2021).

Another important finding is that emotional
place attachment is usually accompanied by a cer-
tain level of dissatisfaction with life in a local com-
munity, or what the place offers, and with that,
by a concern about the future. In that sense, fu-
ture studies should give more precise insights into
trends typical for Croatia. The existing data show
a shift in data interpretation. While at the begin-
ning of the 21st century, the concept of hometown
was used to explain the rootedness of citizens in
Croatian cities despite their functional deficits,
that relationship was questioned again after Cro-
atia joined the European Union. It seems that
functional deficits became more difficult to handle
when migration was made easier, and even those
that express place attachment decide to migrate,
especially when it comes to the young population.

Thirdly, some findings suggest the existence of
multiple place attachments. That phenomenon
was already indirectly announced by the concept
of new sense of homeplace, which revealed the
fact that people feel place attachment to places
that were not their places of birth. Moreover, in-
vestigating the phenomena of mobility and migra-
tion opens up possibilities to better link the issues
of place attachment with some important and
well-researched topics, like the satisfaction with
the dwelling conditions and the relationship with
nature and its protection (GEIGER, ZEMAN, 2010;
Svirci¢ Gorovac, 2020).

Finally, those findings and studies conducted in
other countries show that it is difficult to talk about
one concept of place attachment and draw clear
conclusions. In the future, we should find a way to
form a meaningful typology of the place attachment
concept, which has already been attempted in the
context of new and old localism or different terri-
torial identities. Those conceptualizations enable
a better understanding of relations between social
groups and places, implying at the same time a pos-
sibility of different outcomes and the speed of trans-
formation caused by global processes.
