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vodstvom autora ovih redaka obavljeno je

arheolosko rekognosciranje pojedinih lo-
kaliteta sa Sireg podrucja Benkovca, Gra¢aca, No-
vigrada, Obrovca i Posedarja. U tom prostranom
dijelu Zadarske Zupanije mnogobrojna su arheo-
loSka nalazista, koja najvecim dijelom do sada nisu
bila istrazivana. Pripadaju razliCitim razdobljima,
i to od prapovijesti pa sve do ranog
novog vijeka.

Budim je smjesSten izmedu Pose-
darja i Podgradine, oko 20 km sje-
veroisto¢no od Zadra. Ta je golema
liburnska gradina izduzene trapezaste osnove. Na
jugu je omedena visokim masivnim bedemom
podignutim pretezno od zemlje. Fortifikacije se di-
jelom nalaze i na bo¢nim stranama, ali su znatno
nize i uze, jer tu zastitu ¢ine i strmoglave klisure.
Budim se postupno pruza sve do zapadne obale
Novigradskog mora, gdje ga je po cijeloj Sirini pre-
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rom October 15, 2021 to April 15, 2022, an ar-

chaeological reconnaissance of certain sites

from the wider area of Benkovac, Gracac,
Novigrad, Obrovac and Posedarje was carried out,
led by the author of these lines. In this spacious
part of Zadar County, there are numerous archae-
ological sites, most of which have not been ex-
plored until now. They belong to different periods,
from prehistory to the early Modern
Period.

Budim is situated between Pose-
darje and Podgradina, about 20 km
northeast of Zadar. This is a huge
Liburnian hillfort with an elongated trapezoidal
base. In the south, it is bounded by a high mas-
sive rampart made mostly of earth. Fortifications
are also partly located on the sides, but they are
much lower and narrower, because here pro-
tection is also provided by steep gorges. Budim
spreads all the way to the western shore of the

sjekla asfaltna cesta. Uz gradinu je i luka iz mladeg
Zeljeznog razdoblja. Njezini arheoloski ostatci leze
u podmorju do priblizno 3 m dubine (Parica 2021:
120-123; Seselj, IIki¢ 2022: 169, 178 bilj. 68; Seselj, lIki¢
2023). Na Budimu su razasuti mnogobrojni ulomci
lokalne prapovijesne keramike. Znatno je rjeda im-
portirana, poput slikane iz helenistickog razdoblja.
Tu su jos i pojedini ulomci pitosa te ranih amfora,
vjerojatno tipa Lamboglia 2. Poznati su i raznovrsni
numizmaticki nalazi iz predcarskog razdoblja (llki¢
2016: 99-105; Ilki¢, Sedelj 2017: 284-287, kat. br. 12-
13, 21,24-29,50, T. 1,12, T. 11, 1,9, T. 11,12, T. 111, 1-5, T. 1V,
12; Seselj, llki¢ 2022: 182, kat. br. 5; Seselj, lIki¢ 2023).
Priblizno u srediSnjem dijelu lokaliteta, i to neda-
leko od njegova zapadnog ruba, vidljivi su ulomci
tegula. Ta gradevinska keramika upucuje na Zivot
i tijekom Rimskog Carstva, mozda u sklopu manje
ladanjske vile. Neke su se aktivnosti odvijale i ne-
Sto poslije, sudeci po nalazu folisa bizantskog cara
Anastazija (IIki¢, Filip&i¢ 2017: 83, kat. br. 1; Separo-
vi¢ 2021: 12, 182, 265). Na juznom su dijelu Budima
ostatci sakralne gradevine iz srednjeg i/ili ranog no-
vog vijeka. SmjesStena je unutar kruznog prostora
omedenog suhozidom. Crkva je pravokutnog tlocr-
ta s polukruznom apsidom na jugoistoku. Uz boc-

Novigrad Sea, where an asphalt road cuts across
its entire width. Next to the hillfort is a Late Iron
Age harbor. Its archaeological remains lie under-
water to a depth of approximately 3 m (Parica
2021: 120-123; Seselj, IIki¢ 2022: 169, 178 note 68;
Se&elj, Ilki¢ 2023). Numerous fragments of local
prehistoric pottery are scattered around Budim.
Imported pottery, such as painted specimens
from the Hellenistic period, is far less common.
There are also some fragments of pithoi and early
amphorae, probably of the Lamboglia 2 type, as
well as various numismatic finds from the pre-im-
perial period (llki¢ 2016: 99-105; l1ki¢, Seselj 2017:
284-287, cat. no. 12-13, 21, 24-29,50, T. ,12, T. 11, 1, 9,
T.1L,712, T. 11, 1-5, T. 1V, 12; Sedelj, I1ki¢ 2022: 182, cat.
no. 5; Segelj, Ilki¢ 2023). Fragments of tegulae are
visible roughly in the central part of the site, not
far from its western edge. This ceramic building
material suggests life during the Roman Empire
as well, perhaps as part of a smaller country villa.
Some activities took place somewhat later, judg-
ing by the discovery of a follis of the Byzantine
emperor Anastasius (l1ki¢, Filipc¢i¢ 2017: 83, cat. no.
1: Separovié¢ 2021: 12, 182, 265). In the southern part
of Budim are the remains of a sacral building from

ni juzni zid vidljivi su ostatci prigradnje. Carlo Fe-
derico Bianchi ne navodi titulara budimske crkve,
ali istiCe da je u njoj pokopan Janko Mitrovi¢ Deda
(Bianchi 2011: 262), sjevernodalmatinski serdar koji
se istaknuo u borbama protiv Osmanlija.

Na Sirem podrucju Novigrada i Obrovca pregle-
dano je pet lokaliteta. Na novigradskom poloZaju
pod imenom Gradina, oko 1 km u pravcu Pridrage,
a nedaleko od zaseoka Grgorica, nisu uoceni arhe-
oloski ostatci. No, ima ih na istoimenom lokalitetu
nedaleko od Paljuva. Gradina je smjestena izmedu
zaselaka Cviti¢a i Baraba. Sa sjevera je stiti klisura
Mosunje, a na ostalim je stranama suhozidni be-
dem od amorfnog kamena. Na Gradini je ponesto
ulomaka razasute prapovijesne keramike grublje
fakture. Lokalitet je dijelom devastiran tijekom
Domovinskog rata, a vidljivi su i ostatci eksploziv-
nih sredstava. To isto vrijedi i za Veliku gradinu oko
5 km zapadno od Obrovca, gdje su, kako nam je
reCeno, bili smjesSteni pripadnici Zastitnih snaga
UN-a. Na tom arheoloSkom nalazistu ima uloma-
ka grublje keramike iz prapovijesnog razdoblja. Iz
smjera zaseoka Jurica vodi makadamski put koji
je presjekao jugoisto¢ni bedem Velike gradine. U
njezinu podnozju, a nedaleko od spomenutog za-
seoka, dijelom je uodljiv duzi pravocrtni suhozid,

the Middle Ages and/or early Modern Period. It is
located inside a circular space enclosed by a dry
stone wall. The church has a rectangular ground
plan with a semicircular apse in the southeast.
The remains of the extension are visible along the
southern side wall. Carlo Federico Bianchi does
not mention the titular of the Budim church, but
he emphasizes that Janko Mitrovi¢ Deda, north
Dalmatian serdar who distinguished himself in
the battles against the Ottomans, is buried in it
(Bianchi 2011: 262).

Five sites were inspected in the wider area of
Novigrad and Obrovac. Archaeological remains
were not noticed at the Novigrad location called
Gradina, about 1 km in the direction of Pridraga,
and not far from the Grgori¢i hamlet. However, the
site bearing the same name not far from Paljuv
yielded some finds. Gradina is located between
the hamlets of Cviti¢i and Barabe. It is protected
from the north by the MoSunje gorge, and on the
other sides is a dry stone wall made of amorphous
stones. Some scattered fragments of coarse pre-
historic pottery were found on Gradina. The site
was partly devastated during the Homeland War,
and remains of explosive devices are also visible.
The same applies to Velika Gradina, about 5 km

286, kat. br. 43, T. IV, 5). Osobito su brojni nalazi iz
rimskog carskog razdoblja (Abrami¢, Colnago 1909,
col. 37-44). Naden je i denar ugarsko-hrvatskog
kralja Kolomana (llki¢ 2017: 155). Smokovac je na
istoku branjen kamenim bedemom, a na ostalim
stranama stiti ga strmoglavi kanjon potoka Oro-

west of Obrovac, where, as we were told, members
of the UN Protection Force were stationed. This
archaeological site yielded fragments of prehis-
toric coarse pottery. From the direction of the Ju-
rica hamlet there is a macadam road that crossed
the southeastern rampart of Velika Gradina. At its
foot, and not far from the aforementioned ham-
let, a longer straight dry stone wall is partly visi-
ble that might be related to some old communi-
cation route. A similar example is located in the
area of Krupa, about 17 km east of Obrovac. It is
probably a retaining wall of the Roman road route
that passed by Smokovac hillfort. From this mul-
ti-layered archaeological site at the confluence of

Od Krupe se planinskim prijevojima uspinje ma-
kadam. Taj put koji vodi preko juznog Velebita, gra-
na se u nekoliko smjerova kod Dubokog dola. Ne-
daleko od njega je prapovijesna gradina, oko 10 km
jugoisto¢no od Grac¢aca. Opasava je bedem pribliz-
no kruzne osnove. Unutar gradine su razasuti mno-
gobrojni ulomci keramickih posuda. Naden je i cje-
loviti mali okrugli plosnati predmet. Po sredini ima
dvije sitne kruzne rupe, a jedna mu je strana ukra-

Orovaca and Krupa came Hellenistic coins of the
Akarnanian city of Oinaidai (Segelj, llki¢ 2022: 171,
182, cat. no. 4) and of the lllyrian ruler Ballaios (-
ki¢, Segelj 2017: 286, cat. no. 43, T. IV, 5). Finds from
the Roman imperial period are especially numer-
ous (Abramié¢, Colnago 1909, col. 37-44). A denari-
us of the Hungarian-Croatian king Coloman was
also found (llki¢ 2017: 155). Smokovac is defended
on the east by a stone wall, and on the other sides
it is protected by the steep canyon of the Orovaca
stream. There is a large quantity of building stone
at the site, most of which was built into modern
dry stone wall fences by clearing and cultivating
agricultural land. Some fragments of tegulae also
ended up in these walls in a similar way.

From Krupa, macadam road winds through
mountain passes. That road, which leads across
southern Velebit, branches off in several direc-
tions near Duboki dol. Not far from it is a prehis-
toric hillfort, about 10 km southeast of Gracac. It is
surrounded by a roughly circular rampart. Numer-
ous fragments of ceramic vessels are scattered in-
side the hillfort. A complete small round flat ob-
ject was also found. It has two small circular holes
in the middle, and one side is decorated with five
radially placed triangular fields with incised lines.
An identical, yet unpublished, piece of pottery
was discovered in 2016 during an archaeological
survey of a prehistoric hillfort on the left bank of
the Zrmanja river near the Berberi hamlet in the
area of Muskovci.

The field survey included one archaeological site
that administratively belongs to the City of Benk-
ovac. It is Gradina in Karin, located about 600 m
south of the mouth of the Karisnica river. The site
is overgrown with dense forest that was cleared in
the western and northern parts along the route
of the power-transmission line. To the southeast
is a steep cliff, and on the other sides are massive
walls made of amorphous stone. Dry stone wall
remains of numerous rectangular ground plan
dwellings are partially visible within the protected
area. There are such structures on some other hill-
fort settlements in southern Liburnia, for example
on Lergova gradina above Slivnica Gornja (llki¢,
Celhar 2018, 617-620) and Jarebnjak near Brgud.
Carthaginian coinage is also represented at Grad-

Sena s pet radijalno postavljenih trokutastih polja s
urezanim crtama. Posve isti neobjavljeni primjerak
keramike otkriven je 2016. tijekom arheoloskog pre-
gleda prapovijesne gradine na lijevoj obali Zrmanje
kod zaseoka Berbera na podrucju Muskovca.

Rekognosciranjem je obuhvaden i jedan arheo-
loski lokalitet koji administrativno pripada Gradu
Benkovcu. To je karinska Gradina, smjestena oko
600 m juzno od uscéa Karisnice. Lokalitet je obrastao
gustom Sumom koja je u zapadnom i sjevernom
dijelu iskrCena na trasi dalekovoda. Na jugoistoku
je strma litica, a na ostalim su stranama masivni
bedemi od amorfnog kamena. Unutar zasti¢enog
prostora dijelom su vidljivi suhozidni ostatci broj-
nih nastambi pravokutnog tlocrta. Takvi su objekti
na joS nekim gradinskim naseljima u juznoj Libur-
niji, primjerice na Lergovoj gradini povise Slivnice
Gornje (IIki¢, Celhar 2018, 617-620) i Jarebnjaku kod
Brguda. S karinske Gradine potjece novac Kartage
(Sedelj, Ilki¢ 2023). Na povrsini je vidljivo ponesto
ulomaka amfora i liburnske keramike, a zamije¢en
je i dio helenistickog Zrvnja.
